 Q: Why did you decide to start 

your business?  
 A: Like so many individuals, 

starting and owning your own 
business seemed like the thing 
to do in 1996. The independence 
of being your own boss. it’s not 
what it is cracked up to be; get-
ting up before most people are 
even out of bed; opening before 
dawn; working in extreme heat 
no matter the season.

 Q: Why did you choose Nor-
ton?  

 A: My wife decided to be her 
own boss after a few months of 
working in someone else’s busi-
ness in the laundry department. 
My aunt just so happened to 
have the perfect business. It was 
something we could both do, 
and granted it’s not hard work 
if you don’t mind the steam and 
the hours.

 Q: How long did it take for 

you to get from the idea to open 
doors?  

A: It took five months after 
making the decision and securing 
a down payment.

 Q: What has been your great-
est success? 

 A: One would find it hard to 
believe, but our greatest success 
is the fact that we’re still open. 
This business has about bank-
rupted us a couple of times, but 
somehow we endure.  The fact 
that we branched out early in the 
beginning has helped. We have 
dry cleaning stores in Hill City 
and Phillipsburg.

 Q: What has been your great-
est challenge?  

 A: The garments brought in 
for cleaning, pressing, sewing 
or what have you. Putting out a 
quality product is the key. We at-
tended a few classes, and with the 
help of a garment specialist we 
can usually have them cleaned in 
a couple of days.

Q: What would you do differ-
ently?  

A: One of the things we’d do 
differently is not buy from fam-
ily – we were so gullible back 
then.

 Q: What is your vision for the 
future for your business?  

 A: We’ll continue to produce 
quality products as long as our 
health and sanity lasts.  Our cus-
tomers will always have a spot 
or a wrinkle or a wedding or a 

funeral or a good pressing that 
needs our help.

 Q: What do you see in the 
future for the business economy 
of Norton County?  

 A: We’re a farming commu-
nity and Norton has a few other 
businesses that don’t pertain 
to the farmer. Norton will con-
tinue to grow at a slower pace 
than Hays or any town of that 
size. The more people, the more 
economy. So the attraction for 
younger citizens is a must. A 
junior college, a prison (which 
we have), an academy — surely 
there’s something to attract those 
that need the jobs. 

 Q: What is most rewarding 
about being a business owner in 
Norton County?  

 A: The people of Norton are 
the most rewarding part of own-
ing a business here — and the 
days we can work a miracle on 
that garment that appeared to be 
uncleanable.

 Q: What advice do you have 
for other business owners in 
Norton County?  

 A: Run your own business — 
don’t expect others to do your 
job. Be friendly, remember the 
customer isn’t always right but 
you can let them think so. And if 
you’re starting a new business, 
don’t do a ribbon cutting for at 
least two years. You’re in busi-
ness to make money, not to give 
it away on the first day.
