“Because He First Loved Us”

In Luke 7 we read about 

a woman who is simply 
known as, “a sinner” who 
came into a room filled 
with religious leaders and 
disciples of Jesus. She 
began to weep, broke an 
expensive bottle of per-
fume and began to anoint 
Jesus’ feet, wash them 
with her tears, kiss his 
feet, and dry them with 
her hair. This expression 
was received by the Phari-
sees and the disciples, 
about as well as it would 
be received in one of our 
church services today. 
She was harshly criticized 
for wasting something 
that could have been sold  
and given to the poor, and 
Jesus was criticized for 
letting a sinful woman 
have so much physical 
contact with His head and 
feet. But Jesus praised her 
actions as a wonderful 
expression of love.

Then Jesus turned to 
those in the room and ex-
plained that this woman 
had given this outpouring 
of love because she had 
been forgiven much. He 
taught them that those 
who are forgiven much, 
love much, and in turn, 
those who are forgiven 
little love little. It isn‚t that 
she was a greater sinner 
than the rest, but she was 
far more in touch with 
how much mercy had been 
shown to her by Jesus. In

thinking about this passage I 
am reminded of other scrip-
tures which show us that 
indeed the whole Christian 
life could be summed up as 
a “grateful response to the 
mercy of God”.

Romans 12:1 tells us,  
“Therefore, I urge you, 
brothers and sisters, in view 

of God’s mercy, to offer your 
bodies as a living sacrifice, 
holy and pleasing to God this 
is true worship”.  Paul does 
not tell them to offer their 
lives to God simply because 
of a command, but as the 
logical and grateful thing to 
do when we recognize the 
greatness of the mercy God 

has shown us. The Father 
gave his only beloved 
Son. Jesus gave his life. 
We received total forgive-
ness, along with eternal 
life and so, so much more. 
The heart of the one who 
is deeply impacted by the 
greatness of this mercy 
and love is moved to give 
themselves completely to 
God in a way that doesn’t 
make sense to those who 
have been “forgiven lit-
tle”.

Consider these verses:
Ephesians 4: 32 “Be 

kind and compassionate 
to one another, forgiving 
each other, just as in Christ 
God forgave you.”

1 John 4:19  “We love 
because he first loved 
us.”

1 John 3:16 “This is 
how we know what love 
is: Jesus Christ laid down 
his life for us. And we 
ought to lay down our 
lives for our brothers.”

All of these verses speak 
of a response of love and 
surrender to the merciful 
actions of God through 
Jesus Christ. It is a grate-
ful response. Rather than 
work at trying to be more 
surrendered, more loving, 
more obedient, maybe we 
need to spend more time 
refreshing our hearts in 
the reality of the great 
goodness of God shown
