Since then, her collection has
grown to approximately 65 snuff
bottles. Most of the bottles have
beenreceived either as gifts, from
auctions, or from their travels.

The traditional shape for snuff
bottles was that they were small
enough to fit in the palm of the
hand. Generally they were pro-
vided with a small spoon fixed in
the stopperto extract the snuff and
then capped with ahemispherical
piece of jade. They were made of a
wide variety of materials — glass,
coral, ivory, mother-of-pearl, por-
celain, wood and hard stones.

HEALTH PROFILE CONTAINS:
Electrolytes - (Sodium, potassium, chloride and total carbon dioxide) These are major indicators of
kidney and hormonal functions. Electrolytes are essential for the body’s acid-base balance and the
operation of nerves and muscles, especially the heart.
Kidney Functions - (BUN, creatinine) These indicators are used to monitor kidney function.

Liver Functions - (Total albumin, globulin) These tests can be used in detecting and/or monitoring
liver function damage, tissue damage or inflammation.
Alkaline Phosphate - (Uric acid, calcium, phosphorus) Used for detection and monitoring of bone,
tissue and parathyroid disease, such as arthritis, gout, bursitis and lupus.

Glucose - This test is to measure blood sugar levels and is used to help diagnose/monitor diabetes

mellitus.
