range 1; eliminating the posi-
tions of Power Plant Operator I1
and Water/Sewer Plant Opera-
tor II; moving Park/Cemetery
Supervisor and City Clerk posi-
tions down on the pay range by
one space; adding evaluation
forms and disciplinary forms
to the employee manual; and
changing meal allowances from
individual meals to a daily total
allowance.

The city only has one discre-
tionary day for employees and
no city employee will receive
araise from the changes in pay
scales.
