July 15,1918 - Feb. 23, 2009

Donald William Stapp died
Monday, Feb. 23, 2009, at the
Decatur County Good Samari-
tan Center in Oberlin at the age
of 90. He was born July 15,
1918, on a farm northwest of
Norcatur to Ray Joseph “R. J.”
and Emma (Bailey) Stapp.

Don and his three siblings
were raised on the family farm
in the Norcatur Community.
He attended a country school
near his home and Norcatur
High School. While growing
up, Don helped his father farm
and continued to farm after his
schooling.

On Jan. 21, 1940, Don was
united in marriage to Goldie
Mae Kolsky in a double wed-
ding with his sister, Alice, and
Mike Shirley in Norton. Don
and Goldie made their home on
the Stapp Family farm north-
west of Norcatur and raised
their three sons there.

In 1968, Don and Goldie

moved to Oberlin. Don contin-
ued to farm part-time and began
working for the City of Oberlin.
Over the years, he was part of
the Road Department, took care
of mowing and watering area
parks, and helped at the power
plant.

Don was a member of the
United Methodist Church and a
past member of the Lions Club.
He enjoyed farming and work-
ing for the city, doing odd-jobs
for family and friends, attend-
ing local sporting events and
being involved with the Decatur
County Amusement Authority,
an organization he was associ-
ated with from its beginning.

Survivors include his wife,
Goldie, of the home; three sons
and their wives, Rodney and
Delores Stapp of Norton, Larry
and Marcia Stapp of Holcomb
and Garry and Barbara Stapp
of Ord, Neb.; one brother, De-
waine Stapp of Oberlin; two

sisters, Alice “Tillie” Shirley of
Oberlin and Delores Longwith
and husband, Richard, of Mis-
sion, Texas; 10 grandchildren,
13 great grandchildren and two
step great grandchildren. He
was preceded in death by his
parents and two infant broth-
ers.

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A child’s delight in his or her
first steps is cause for celebra-
tion. But, many in Kansas who
choose to enroll in the Walk
Kansas program also have
reason to celebrate, because
they’re taking their first steps
in improving health and fit-
ness.

Walk Kansas 2009 will begin
March 8 and continue until
May 2.

The inexpensive, eight-week
fitness program encourages
teams of six tolog heart-healthy
exercise during that time. To-
gether, as a team, their goal is
to walk or exercise enough to
equal covering the distance of
423 miles across Kansas.

The program’s equivalents
for walking a mile are 15 min-
utes of such moderate activities
as walking, biking and gar-
dening. This year efforts will
be reported in minutes rather

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than miles.

Moderate physical activity
is known to help in managing
weight, lowering blood pressure,
reducing stress, improving sleep,
and reducing the risks of diabetes
and some cancers.

The team concept is helpful
because knowing that others are
counting on you may be all that’s
needed to encourage activity.

Teams often include co-work-
ers, neighbors, or church or other
friends who share a desire to
improve health.

The program only requires

comfortable pairs of walk-
ing shoes and socks. Prior
experience with Extension’s
programs or services isn’tnec-
essary. Many who enroll are,
in fact, just getting acquainted
with Extension’s programs and
helpful information.

Registration costis $7.00 per
person and includes the regis-
tration materials and weekly
newsletters with health and
fitness tips and recipes. Partici-
pants can purchase an optional
T-shirt.

Keep in mind that registra-
tions are due Friday, March 6
so you will be enrolled in time
to begin walking on March
8th.
