Garrett Plumbing, Heating and Electric

coming in at $901,224.22, at last Mon-
day’s county commission meeting.

There was less than 4 percent differ-
ence between the high bid and Garrett’s.
Coal Creek Construction’s bid was
$941,100.00 and Deines Construction
Company had bid $929,500.00.

The contract says the project should
be completed in 280 days, but according
to Ted Sanko, owner of Garrett’s, the
building will probably be ready sooner.
The new facility will be located west
of town on U.S. 36 in the Prairie Land
Electric area.

“We were really pleased we got the
bid,” said Mr. Sanko. “We went to all the
local contractors in Norton County for the
sub-contracting work, and we got good
bids from everyone. They all wanted to
participate and brought their costs down.
Everyone pushed to keep it in Norton.”
