“Jesus is Risen!”

ly relieve that problem. 
But even those who fol-

lowed Jesus thought the end 
had come when He hung 
there dead on the cross.  
The women who came to 
the tomb to anoint His body 
thought it might have been 

stolen.  The disciples were 
locked in a room for fear 
of the Jews.  Even the “ru-
mors” of Jesus’ resurrection 
failed to convince them 
that Jesus was anything but 
dead.
