County commissioners from across
the 18 counties of northwest Kansas,
including Norton, have overwhelm-
ingly endorsed aresolution to the Kansas
Legislature to support legislation for
multi-year funding forcommunity-based

services for persons with developmental
disabilities. This unique multi-county
resolution is being presented to each of the
legislators who represent the 18-county
area with the message to support House
Bill 2094 and Senate Bill 207.

The resolution states, ‘" Therefore, be
it resolved: That the County Commis-
sioners do hereby express the urgency
of this matter and request the Kansas
Legislature to adequately fund commu-
