The Smith Center girls won the
championship with 131 points,
followed by Ellis, 98; Norton,
82; Phillipsburg, 72; Hill City, 66;
Trego Community, 54; Plainville,
30; Osborne, 20; Stockton, 20.

Hill City was the boys cham-
pion with 99 points, followed
by Osborne, 93; Smith Center,
84; Norton, 82; Phillipsburg, 72;
Stockton, 46; Plainville, 37; Ellis,
8; Trego Community, 5.

“Qur athletes did well,” said
Norton head track coach Jason
Jones. “We competed very well.
Alot of great things happened for
us throughout the day.
