Dorothy Roeder Vance Bernard
died May 23 at the Norton County
Hospital at the age of 91.

She wasborn July 13,1917 1ina
corn crib converted to a house in
Grant Township, Norton County,
across the road from her grandfa-
ther’s timber claim. She was the
fifth child of Frederick W. and
Lottie Pratt Roeder. Soon after
her birth, the family moved to
Belle Plain Township, where she
attended country school and the
Belle Plain Methodist Church.
As afarm girl, she worked hard in
the fields, milking cows, and do-
ing housework and cooking. She
attended two years of high school
in Almena; then went to work as
a housekeeper and nanny for a
Norton family. When her mother’s
health deteriorated, she returned
home to care for her.

She married Eldred Vance on
Sept. 17, 1939 in Norton where
they made their home. Two chil-
dren were born of this union:
Ernest “EF” and Charlotte. Eldred
died on January 17, 1947, from
injuries received in a farm ac-
cident. He left a widow with two
small children.

Dorothy attended cosmetology
school in Boise, Idaho while liv-
ing with her sister, Wilda. Upon
completion of her requirements,
she worked at Ina’s Beauty Shop
in Norton, then opened Doro-
thy’s Beauty Shop in WaKeeney,
where she lived in the basement
of her shop. She married Homer
H. Bernard on May 19, 1951 in
WaKeeney. Three children were
born to this union: Ardith “Ardie,”
Elizabeth “Beth” and Edward
“Ed.”

In addition to homemaking,
gardening and canning, she was
an accomplished seamstress,
making clothing for herself and
her family, wedding dresses for
her daughters, many items for her
grandchildren and, in later years,
she sewed hundreds of turbans
to donate to cancer patients. She
kept books and the parts runner
for Homer’s business, Densmore
Garage; was involved in 4-H,
PTA, Extension Homemakers
Unit, was a Cub Scout Den Mother
for five years, a 48 year member
of Paul D. Linnell Post No. 266
American Legion Auxiliary and
a long time member of Rural
Letter Carriers Auxiliary, serving
as officer at both the county and
district levels.

Dorothy lived most of her life in
Norton County, with the exception

of the time she spent in Boise and
WaKeeney. She moved to Dens-
more in May 1951; in November
2003, she moved to Whispering
Pines assisted living, where she
remained until shortly before her
death.

She was predeceased by her par-
ents; husbands, Eldred Vance and
Homer Bernard, who died May
28, 1996; siblings Wilda Roeder
VanPatten, Orville Roeder, Mil-
dred Roeder Scott Chartier, Cecil
Roeder and two infant brothers.

Church breaks ground

Immanuel Lutheran Church
recently broke ground at theirnew
location one mile west of Norton
on U.S. Highway 36.

PastorRick Rostek said Imman-
uel Lutheran formed in 1908 and
was originally located 10 miles
northwest of town. The church
moved to the site on N. Second
Street in the 1950’s, he said.

Pastor Rostek said the buildings
are older, there is limited parking,
there is little handicapped acces-
sibility and the congregation is
cramped on the half an acre that
they currently have.

The new location will feature
almost five acres and allows for
a larger space for worship, im-
proved classroom size, increased
parking and will be fully handi-
capped accessible.

Immanuel Lutheran has a con-
gregation of 75, and Pastor Rostek
said he expects it to grow as they
move into a larger facility.

“We have a need for additional
worship space,” he said.

Pastor Rostek said that con-
struction is expected to take five
to seven months, depending on
weather.

The church will sell the old site
and put the money towards con-
struction on the new site. The pas-
tor said he started a fund raising
campaign a year ago; the fund has
not quite raised half of the money
needed to complete the project.
The rest of the funding will come
from a loan, but he said that the
church still needs donations to
help with the project.

“The most important thing is to
have a facility to help us proclaim
the gospel of Jesus Christ,” Pastor
Rostek said.
