Council votes to
buy sludge truck

  The Norton City Council, at 
its meeting last Wednesday, ap-
proved a motion to buy a 1994 
International Sludge Truck. City 
Administrator Rob Lawson said 
the truck would allow crews to 
haul sludge in any weather, and he 
said the truck would involve fewer 
crew members working.

The truck, he said, will cost 
$69,500, but the council will be 
reimbursed by the Kansas Depart-
ment of Health and Education’s 
state revolving fund. The Kansas 
Department of Health and Envi-
ronment approved Mr. Lawson’s 
loan application prior to the coun-
cil meeting. 

The truck is located in Longview, 
Texas. 

In other business:
• Mr. Lawson set a bid opening 

for June 2 at 3 p.m. for the water 
tower painting. The Kansas De-
partment of Health and Environ-
ment is approving the plan for the 
rest of the project, Mr. Lawson 
said. 

• Jeff Otter, chair of the public 
safety committee, discussed the 
need to have a no parking area 
between the County Health De-
partment and the doctor’s clinic on 
the east side of N. Norton Street at 
east Warsaw. The council decided 
to place a temporary sign and con-
duct a study. 

• The Public Safety Committee 
also discussed placing a two-hour 
parking sign  on the 400 block of 
North Norton. Mr. Otter said there 
is often construction equipment 
parked, making it too narrow for 
passing traffic. 

• Mr. Otter also reported that 
Municipal Judge Jerry Hawks 

asked the council to consider al-
lowing detainees to use a payment 
option for house arrest. Currently, 
inmates are required to pay $450 
upfront for the costs of being un-
der house arrest. The council felt 
that house arrest is a privilege to 
having to serve jail time and de-
cided it should be paid upfront. 

• Judge Hawks asked the coun-
cil to consider adding the cost of 
inmate care, $52 per day, to their 
fine. City Attorney Karen Griffiths 
said other cities have tried it and 
have not been successful, but she 
will research it. 

• Mr. Otter reported that the new 
police car has arrived. The car is a 
2009 Dodge Charger. The police 
department is expecting another 
2009 car, but Chrysler will build as 
many models as they can in a three 
day period. Mr. Otter said if they 
do not get a 2009 model, they will 
receive a 2010 model for the same 
price as the 2009 model. 

• Kim Snyder reported the Pub-
lic Works Committee decided 
not to install a new water line at 
the new location of Immanuel 
Lutheran Church. She said the 
committee has committed to too 
many other projects, and they do 
not have the time to participate in 
this one. 

Council members present for 
the meeting were Jeff Otter, Don-
na Foley, Toby Kuhn, Kim Snyder, 
Roberta Ryan and Joe Leroux. 
Karen Griffiths, Rob Lawson and 
Darla Ellis were also present. 

The next  meeting will be held 
at 5:30 p.m. on June 3. The coun-
cil will get an update on Shawn 
Wiltfong’s property and will 
decide whether or not to pass a 
resolution requiring Mr. Wiltfong 
to clean it up
