What a fearful hour 
we are living in. Men 
are fearful of nuclear 
war.

Where does fear come 
from? Not from God but 
fear comes from our own 

uncertainty and our own 
feelings of inadequacy.

Again Timothy says 
that God did not give 
this fear to us.
