AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE OPERATION OF
GOLF CARTS ON THE STREETS OF THE

CITY OF ALMENA, KANSAS, AND PROVIDING
FOR PENALTIES FOR VIOLATION THEREOF

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE
CITY OF ALMENA, KANSAS:
SECTION ONE. OPERATION OF GOLF CARTS.

(a) Golf carts may be operated upon the public highways, streets, roads and 
alleys within the corporate limits of the City by a driver of at least 18 years 
of age.
(b) “Golf cart” means a motor vehicle that has not less than three (3) wheels in 
contact with the ground, an unladen weight of not more than 1,800 pounds, 
is designed to be and is operated at not more than 25 miles per hour and is 
designed to carry not more than four (4) person including the driver.
(c) No golf cart shall be operated on any public highway, street, road or alley 
between sunset and sunrise, unless equipped with lights as required for 
motorcycles.
(d) Every person operating a golf cart on the streets, roads and alleys of the 
City shall be subject to all the duties applicable to a driver of a vehicle imposed 
by law.
(e) A person operating a golf cart shall ride only on the permanent and regular 
seat attached thereto, and such operator shall not carry any other person, nor 
shall any other person ride on golf cart, unless such golf cart is designed to 
carry more than one (1) person, in which event, a passenger may ride upon the 
permanent and regular seat, if designed for two (2) persons, or upon another 
seat firmly attached to the golf cart at the rear or side of the operator.
(f) No person shall operate a golf cart at a speed greater than the posted limit 
or 25 miles per hour, whichever is less.
(g) No operator shall carry any person, nor shall any person ride in a position 
that will interfere with the operation or control of the golf cart or the view of 
the operator
(h) No person riding upon a golf cart shall attach himself or herself or the golf 
cart to any other vehicle on the roadway.

SECTION TWO. SAME; PENALTIES. The violation of any provision of Section 
One shall be deemed an ordinance traffic infraction. Upon an entry of the plea of 
guilty or no contest or upon being convicted of such violation, the penalty imposed 
shall be in accordance with Section 201 of the Standard Traffic Ordinance, 2007 
Edition, as amended, or such other similar provision as the City may then have 
in effect.
SECTION THREE. SAME; VALID DRIVER’S LICENSE REQUIRED; AGE OF 
OPERATOR; PENALTY. No person shall operate a golf cart on any public highway, 
street, road or alley within the corporate limits of the City, unless such person has 
a valid driver’s license, and is at least 18 years of age. Violation of this section is 
punishable by a fine of not more than $1,000 or by imprisonment for not more 
than six (6) months or by both such fine and imprisonment.
SECTION FOUR. PUBLICATION; EFFECTIVE DATE. This ordinance shall 
take effect and be in force from and after its publication in the official City 
newspaper.

tending Kansas State University 
majoring in Mathematics; and 
Brittany will attend Nebraska 
Christian College in Papillion, 
Neb., having been accepted into 
the Worship Arts program and 
hopes to become a Youth Minister. 
All of these loans were awarded 
for up to four years.

There are currently 17 students, 
including the above recipients, 
receiving interest free loans from 
the Thomas Morgan Trust for the 
2009-10 school year for a total of 
$46,500.00. Also, any recipient of 
a Morgan Loan could be eligible 
for loan forgiveness of up to 50 
percent if they return to Norton 
County to work and live.

The interest free student loan 
program was arranged by Mr. 
Morgan during his lifetime, and is 
funded by a bequest from his es-
tate. Under the loan program, any 
Norton Community High School 
graduate is eligible to apply for the 
loans set forth under the trust.

The loan program is designed 
to aid students seeking higher 
education in accredited institu-
tions including, but not limited to, 
colleges, universities, vocational 
technical schools, trade schools, 
business schools, and other in-
stitutions of higher education. 
Mr. Morgan expressly directed, 
in his trust, that any area of study 
in higher education was eligible, 
save for areas relating to medicine 
or law.

The trust agreement directs that 
an applicant must have participat-

ed in and successfully completed 
one extracurricular activity during 
each of his or her four years of high 
school, and the applicant must 
have had a grade point average 
of at least 3.0 on a 4.0 scale for 
five out of the preceding seven 
semesters. The trustees were also 
directed to give consideration to 
participation by the applicant in 
extracurricular activities, church 
activities, community and civic 
affairs, morals and citizenship.

The loan proceeds may be used 
by the recipients for tuition, books 
and supplies, room and board and 
other approved expenses.

The trustees want to stress to 
future potential applicants that 
the application forms and related 
forms for next year will be avail-
able on request from the trust at 
785-877-5183 or PO Box 364, 
Norton, Kan. 67654, or from the 
Norton Community High School 
counselor’s office.

Mr. Morgan was employed by 
the Kansas Department of Trans-
portation, as an engineer, and 
was formerly mayor of the city 
of Norton.

“Mr. Morgan was very inter-
ested in science and higher edu-
cation, and was well aware of the 
positive effects of his own college 
education. Tom Morgan was com-
mitted to helping the youth of the 
city of Norton, and accordingly 
left the bulk of his estate in trust to 
be used in furthering higher edu-
cation for graduates and former 
graduates of Norton Community 
High School,” according to the 
information from the trustees.

The trustees have the direc-
tion and authority to renew these 
loans for up to an additional three 
years, as well as making the on-
going loans each year to new 
applicants.

Other communities with similar 
projects highly recommended 

Sally Schwenk Associates for the 
quality of their work and their pro-
fessionalism,” Mrs. Stiles said. 

She said the consultants will 
present the survey project to the 
public; however, the exact meet-
ing date has not been set. Mrs. 
Stiles said it would probably be 
scheduled for the end of August or 
the beginning of September. 

She said a second meeting will 
be set for November to present the 
results of the survey.

“If the public has questions, I 
encourage them to come to the 
public meetings,” she said. 

Mrs. Stiles said it will be at least 
another year before a decision 
about the historic district will be 
made. For now, they will be gath-
ering information.
