Jim 
stopped at the grocery store and 
picked up a sack of fresh peaches. 

A few end-
ed up with 
sugar  and 
cream but, 
the rest went 
i n t o  m y 
fresh peach 
pie.  I t’s  a 
recipe from 
my former 

mother-in-law and it always gets 
rave reviews.

A simple glaze is made with 

sugar, water and cornstarch. After 
it thickens, three tablespoons of 
orange Jell-o is added. Don’t use 
peach Jell-o — it’s too “peachy”. 
The orange brings out the flavor. 
Pour into a baked crust, chill, top 
with whipped cream and enjoy.

The pie tasted great but, it wasn’t 
much in the looks department. I 
have baked dozens of pie shells 
and never had a flop. 

This time, however, I totally 
forgot to pierce the crust before 
baking and you know what hap-
pened. The bottom bubbled up and 
the sides fell down. It was about 

half-way done baking when I dis-
covered my error. I pulled it out of 
the oven and tried to re-position 
the collapsed sides and flatten the 
puffy bottom. It wasn’t great, but 
it worked.
