Pro�le #1 (Health Pro�le and CBC) . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .$40.00
HEALTH PROFILE CONTAINS:
Electrolytes - (Sodium, potassium, chloride and total carbon dioxide) �ese are major indicators of 
kidney and hormonal functions. Electrolytes are essential for the body’s acid-base balance and the 
operation of nerves and muscles, especially the heart.
Kidney Functions - (BUN, creatinine) �ese indicators are used to monitor kidney function.
Liver Functions - (Total albumin, globulin) �ese tests can be used in detecting and/or monitoring 
liver function damage, tissue damage or in�ammation.
Alkaline Phosphate - (Uric acid, calcium, phosphorus) Used for detection and monitoring of bone, 
tissue and parathyroid disease, such as arthritis, gout, bursitis and lupus.
Glucose - �is test is to measure blood sugar levels and is used to help diagnose/monitor diabetes 
mellitus.

Cholesterol is further broken down 
and measured as HDL (good cholesterol) and LDL (bad cholesterol). �e person who has higher levels 
of LDL is at greater risk of heart disease. Triglycerides determine the level of simple fats in the blood.
CBC - (Complete blood count with di�erential) �is is a series of tests of the blood that provides a 
tremendous amount of information about the hematogolic system, immune response and many other 
organ systems.

PSA - �is test detects an enlarged prostate, infected prostate and/or prostatic cancer. It can be used 
to evaluate disease progression and to monitor treatment.

TSH - �is test is used to evaluate thyroid function and detect if there is too much or too little hor-
mone secreted by the thyroid.

Last Tuesday a family in Phil-
lipsburg came home early in the 
morning to fi nd both of their dogs 
with a mouthful of porcupine 
quills. 

Lynn Lyon said he came home at 
midnight and noticed his dog Abby 
had something in her mouth. 

He said when he turned the 
light on he saw Abby and his 
other dog Rusty with quills in 
their mouths. 

Mr. Lyon said he called his 
veterinarian, who advised that he 
bring the dogs in the morning. 

He didn’t want to wait until the 
morning so he took the dogs to the 
veterinarian at 1 a.m. where they 
were sedated so the quills could 
be removed. 

Mr. Lyon said the next morning 
he took Rusty out back to look for 
the porcupine. Rusty immediately 
went to the grill and came out with 
another mouthful of quills. 

“The porcupine had been in the 
grill all night,” he said. 

Mr. Lyon then had to take Rusty 
back to the vet to have the quills 
removed. 

He thought Rusty probably 
got hit with the porcupine’s tail 
because he didn’t have as many 
quills lodged in his mouth as Abby 
did. He estimated that Abby had a 
couple hundred quills lodged in 
her mouth, some had gone com-
pletely through. 

Mr. Lyon assumed Abby had 
attacked the intruder on the back. 

“There were quite a few quills 

missing from its back,” he said.
Mr. Lyon disposed of the por-

cupine. 
According to the Humane So-

ciety of the United States web 
site, porcupines are slow-moving 
rodents who are not aggressive. 
The site states they have 30,000 
quills that can be lodged in some-
thing that attacks the porcupine. 
Porcupines cannot throw their 
quills at an attacker. 

Mr. Lyon said both dogs are 
recovering on antibiotics. 

“They’re doing good,” he re-
marked.
