“Against Western Plains we 
just dominated from the start 
with our serving which did not 
allow the Bobcats to get into their 
power game as they were only 
able to send ‘free balls’ over the 
net which we promptly sent back 
with the force in which we have 
been trained to use.

“In the first set, Alison Cole 
served seven straight while in the 
second set Kenzie Chandler served 
8 straight as the team scored points 
off these girls‚ great serves.”

 The final score was 25-13, 
25-23.

The coach continues:
“Against Thunder Ridge, which 

was our fi rst Conference game of 
the season, we started out strong 
with Karen Wenzl serving 11 
straight which the team converted 
into points which put us up 12-3. 
We then went on to win the fi rst 
set 25-10.

“In the second set we jumped 
out to an 11-5 lead but then ‘re-
laxed’ which allowed the Long-
horns to come back. We just didn’t 
take care of business and Thunder 
Ridge won 24-26 to force a third 
set.

“In the fi nal set the Lady Hus-
kies righted the wrongs and went 
back to their power game and won 
25-9 to win the fi rst conference 
game of the season.

“It must be said — if you missed 
this one and only home date — 
you shouldn’t have. You missed 
a show of remarkable serving by 
the whole team, very good pass-
ing from Staci Dole, Megan Cole, 
Cassie Field, Melissa Hawks, and 
Alison Cole. These good passes 
resulted in Christina Anderson 
being able to deliver some very 
accurate sets which Kenzie Chan-
dler, Ashley Constable, Megan 
Cole, Karen Wenzl and especially 
Alison Cole put the power to and 
my goodness it was fun to watch.

“This group rebounded from a 
lackadaisical outing last Friday 
to a very good showing against 
league foes. We hope this level 
of play continues as we now start 
playing higher class (3A) schools 
(Norton and Phillipsburg) plus 
go to a very tough tournament in 
Gove County with higher class 
schools and some recent state 
qualifi ers.”

The junior varsity again saw ac-
tion this time against the Thunder 
Ridge team which consisted of 
many of their starting varsity play-
ers. The young ladies fought hard 
but came up short 16-25, 13-25.

School girls and boys cross coun-
try teams got the new season un-
derway in a big way for new head 
coach George Rossi on Thursday 
with double championships in the 
annual Norton Invitational at the 
Prairie Dog Golf Course south of 
Norton!

In fact, the Lady Jay runners 
compiled the lowest possible team 
score by fi nishing fi rst, second, 
third, fourth and fi fth among team 
runners.

It was the fourth straight cham-
pionship of the Norton event for 
the Lady Jays. The Blue Jay boys 

placed second two years ago and 
third last year after having won 
three years in a row.

Hill City was the only other 
girls team in the meet and they 
finished second behind Norton 
with 45 points.

The Norton boys won the cham-
pionship with 45 points, followed 
by Phillipsburg, 61; Oberlin, 67; 
Plainville, 70 and Trego Com-
munity, 103. 

“We were very pleased with 
our effort and the results,” said 
coach Rossi. 

GIRLS
“Our girls got off to a fast start 

and ran in a pack most of the race 
and used that method to overtake 

several runners.
“Our girls do need to work on 

getting in better shape and trim-
ming our times down. All our girls 
have been improving each day and 
they have been working each day 
to get better. This meet served us 
well to evaluate what we need to 
work on and where we are in our 
conditioning.”

The younger girls led the way 
for the Lady Jays. Freshman 
Regan Simpson placed second in-
dividually with a time of 18:21.00 
for the 2.5 miles. Freshman Ka-
milla Jones was third with an time 
of 18:26.00. Sophomore Abby 
Bainter was third fastest for Nor-
ton with a time of 18:47 for a fi fth 
place fi nish.

Norton junior Kaylen Rossi 
placed sixth with a clocking of 
19:09.00 and junior Dustyna 
Sprigg rounded out the fi ve-girl 
Norton team with a seventh place 
in 19:15.00.

Also running for the Norton 
girls varsity was freshman Julia 

Kent who fi nished right behind 
Dustyna in eighth place with a 
time of 19:24.00.

Kayla Lowry, Northern Valley 
junior, won the gold medal in the 
girls varsity race with a time of 
17:27.00.

Two Lady Huskies placed in the 
junior varsity girls race. Sopho-
more Kynzie Stevens placed third 
in 20:11.00 and junior Natasha 
Yost fi nished sixth in 26:41.00.

Finishing out the varsity top ten 
individuals were Kelsey Vincent, 
Hill City senior, ninth in 19:51.00 
and Dayna Shaw, Wheatland ju-
nior, tenth in 20:07.00.

“Overall, we were extremely 

happy with the turnout of today’s 
race for our boys,” said coach 
Rossi. 

“Our conditioning is not quite 
where I had hoped for all of the 
boys but I am very proud of their 
effort. These boys have a great 
work ethic for the most part and 
I know they are not satisfi ed with 

where they are at this time.”

Hartwell led the way for the Blue 
Jays boys, fi nishing second indi-
vidually with a time of 18:22.00 
for the 3.1 mile race.

Junior Troy Bainter placed 
tenth with a clocking of 19:37.00. 
Sophomore Bryan Henry was 
13th in 20:13.00 and junior Kegan 
Vanover fi nished close behind in 
14th with a time of 20:22.00.

Rounding out the Norton boys 
team with a 26th place fi nish was 
junior Zach Porter in 22:14.00.

Also running for Norton were 
freshman John Renner, who fi n-
ished right behind Zach in 27th 
with a time of 22:20.00 and senior 
Matt Miller in 35th with a clocking 
of 24:36.00. 

In junior varsity action, Norton 
junior Cole Archer placed 11th 
in 23:38, followed by freshman 
Ryan Bainter, 12th in 24:43 and 
senior Grant McClymont, 17th 
in 27:18.

Plainville sophomore Brady 

Johnson won the boys individual 
gold medal with a time of 17:58. 
Mason Gillespie, Wheatland se-
nior, was third in 18:43 and Luke 
Friess, Hoxie sophomore, was 
fourth in 18:44.00. Phillipsburg 
senior Chris Ceman finished 
fifth in 18:54.00 and Oberlin 
sophomores Dalton Jones and 
Tyler Shields fi nished sixth and 
seventh, respectively, with times 
of 19:01.00 and 19:10.00. Eighth 
place went to Logan Stephens, 
Wheatland senior, in 19:19.00 and 
Hill City senior Lewen Ninemire 
placed ninth in 19:29.00.

“Both our girls and boys teams 
have their work cut out for them 
this week as we travel to Wamego, 
which is the site of one of the big-
gest and best meets in the state,” 
said coach Rossi.

“We will face the best teams in 
Class 3-2-1A and the course there 
is the most difficult course that 
we run on. 

“Our goal is to improve each 
day and meet.”
