Robert Nelson Kilbourn died 
peacefully in his mountain home 
in Glen Haven, Colo. Sept 18, 
at the age of 78. Bob loved the 
mountains and his family. 

He was born July 31, 
1931, and raised on 
Kilbourn Ranch near 
Sterling.He attended 
Sterling Elementary and 
High Schools, Virginia 
Military Institute and 
graduated with a degree 
in Geology from Kan-
sas State University. He 
served as an officer in 
the US Army with a rank 
of 1st Lt. He spent 25 
years farming and ranching near 
Sterling before making a career 
change, moving to the Rocky 
Mountains and becoming a regis-
tered nurse at the age of 50.

Bob was a keen aviation enthu-
siast and pilot. He climbed count-
less mountains, including 14,255’ 
Longs Peak, the fi rst time on his 
14th birthday and the last with 
his family on his 70th birthday. 
Bob hiked up to 30 miles a week 
year round in and around Rocky 
Mountain National Park. Until 
his passing, he led hikes with the 
Colorado Mountain Club. 

In addition to hiking, Bob 
walked his fi rst of fi ve marathon 
and half marathons in Estes Park 
at 72 years of age. He enjoyed 
bowling (high score 299) and ping 
pong with friends and was an avid 
sports fan devotedly following 
Kansas State University athletics 
as well as the Colorado Rockies 
and Denver Broncos.

He was known for his ever-
present kind greeting, vice grip 

handshake and friendly smile to 
everyone he met on life’s trails. As 
an ideal role model, Bob proudly 
led a clean life, at no time consum-
ing alcohol or smoking.

Bob’s messages to his 
family were to “Take 
care of the next gen-
eration, watch over their 
health, and teach them 
to love each other.” 
Also to “Take care of 
the mountains, because 
they can’t take care of 
themselves, and take 
care of the animals.”

Bob was preceded in 
passing by his parents 

Roberta and Nelson Kilbourn.
He was a loving brother, fa-

ther and grandfather. Those who 
continue to hike and love the 
mountains in his honor are brother
