A RESOLUTION REGULATING VEHICULAR TRAFFIC
ON COUNTY ROAD “K” LYING BETWEEN
COUNTY ROAD E-1 AND COUNTY ROAD E-2
WITHIN NORTON COUNTY, KANSAS, AND

SECTION ONE: That the County road made subject of this resolution is
described as follows:

County Road “K” lying betweeN County Road E-1 and County Road
E-2 in Norton County, Kansas.

SECTION TWO: That traffic control devices shall be posted indicating that
traffic shall proceed in one direction upon the County road.

SECTION THREE: That a vehicle shall be driven only in the direction designated
at all or such time as shall be indicated by the traffic control devices.

SECTION FOUR: That enforcement of this resolution and punishments for its
violation shall be governed by the Kansas Uniform Act regulating traffic, K.S.A
8-1401, et seq.
