Department had breastfeeding specialists
 The Norton County Health Department has 

three certifi ed breastfeeding educators. Today, 
most mothers breastfeed. Employed mothers, 
mothers at home, mothers of premature or ill 
infants and mothers in a variety of special 
situations choose breastfeeding because of its 
numerous benefi ts. 

Lana Jones, Judy Wenzl, Kathryn Rachow 
and Susan Engelbert recently completed a 
three day workshop on clinical breast feed-
ing assistance in Hays. The conference was 
sponsored by Hays Medical Center Educa-

tion Department and Women and Children’s 
Services and Lactation Consultant Services. In 
addition to participating the workshop which 
addressed the normal course of lactation, they 
completed an assessment and problem solving 
practicum, and an examination addressing 
usual circumstances and common challenges 
with breastfeedng. They were awarded certi-
fi cations as  breastfeeding educators. Certifi -
cation is an added credential that recognizes 
increased clinical competence in the fi eld of 
breastfeeding assistance. 

Scientific investigations have recently 
identifi ed signifi cant benefi ts of breastfeeding 
which include increased intelligence, protec-
tion against childhood infections, diabetes, 
liver disease, certain types of cancers, aller-
gies, immune system disorders and sudden 
infant death syndrome. Mothers who breast-
feed have a reduced incidence of breast cancer 
and osteoporosis. 

Certifi ed breastfeeding educators are quali-
fi ed to assist families to meet their breastfeed-
ing goals.

Big Sisters combines
several county offi ces

Big Brothers Big Sisters Still 
Serving Norton Youth

2009 has been a year of changes 
for Big Brothers Big Sisters. The 
Norton County office recently 
joined efforts with Big Brothers 
Big Sisters of Phillipsburg, Gra-
ham and Decatur Counties to serve 
children in all communities out of 
one central offi ce in Phillipsburg. 
Consolidating the offices will 
save the agency money, which 
will allow it to recruit and match 
more youth and volunteers in its 
four counties.

“Norton has historically been 
a very strong county in terms of 
the number of children we have 
matched with volunteers and the 
community’s generosity with 
donations,” said Lisa Mussman, 
community director for Big Broth-
ers Big Sisters of Phillips, Norton, 
Graham and Decatur Counties. 
“We hope this trend continues 
and we can keep building on the 
successes we’ve had.”

Mussman joined Big Brothers 
Big Sisters in May and heads 
operations out of the agency’s of-
fi ce in Phillipsburg. She is joined 
by Candace Gay, of Norton, who 
serves as case manager. In addi-
tion to her duties with Big Broth-
ers Big Sisters, Gay also works 
as an at-risk tutor at Eisenhower 
Elementary School.

Big Brothers Big Sisters was 
introduced in Norton County in 
2001 and expanded in to Phillips, 
Graham and Decatur counties 
in 2006. The agency is a part of 
Kansas Big Brothers Big Sisters, 
which has served more than 6,400 

Kansas kids in 2009 and also re-
ceived the Governor’s Business 
Excellence Award.

Currently, Big Brothers Big Sis-
ters oversees 16 matches among its 
four counties, six of which are in 
Norton County. Another 25 youth 
are waiting to be matched with a 
mentor. The agency offers two 
match options for volunteers and 
youth: Bigs in School matches and 
community-based matches. Bigs 
and Littles matched through the 
Bigs in School program meet at 
the Little’s school for 30-45 min-
utes each week. Time can be spent 
eating lunch together, working on 
assignments, playing games or 
just catching up. The community-
based program matches a Big 
Brother, Big Sister, Couple or 
Family with a child. Volunteers 
spend 1-2 hours a week, 3-4 times 
a month with their Little doing 
simple, everyday activities, such 
as playing basketball, making din-
ner, walking the dog, going to the 
park and others.

Those wishing to become a Big 
Brother or Big Sister must be at 
least 15 years old and a sophomore 
in high school to enroll in the Bigs 
in School program, and at least 
16 years old and a junior in high 
school to volunteer in a communi-
ty match. All volunteers complete 
a thorough intake process that 
includes background checks, an 
interview and, depending on the 
match option, a home visit.
