PS 1:1 Blessed is the

man

who does not walk in the
counsel of the wicked

or stand in the way of
sinners

or sitin the seat of mock-
ers.

PS 1:2 But his delight is

desires to teach the reader the
way of enjoying the abundant
life that is found in a heart
surrendered to God, Christ
and the Holy Spirit. This
divinely inspired psalm ap-
propriately introduces the
blessings of God to all who
respond in faithfulness to the
Lord. In addition, it forms a

background for distinguish-
ing the righteous from the
wicked and provides the basis
for the blessing of obedient
Christians versus the cursing
of the wicked.

Inverses one through three,
the psalmistsets out the source
of happiness and the blessed-
ness that comes with delight-

ing yourselfin God and His
Word, shunning sinand be-
ing His true child. Inverses
four and five, he candidly
describes the character of
the person without Christ,
his future and, if he remains
unrepentant, his ultimate
doom.

PS 1:3 He is like a tree
planted by streams of wa-
ter,

which yields its fruit in
season

and whose leaf does not
wither.

PS 1:4 Not so the wick-
ed!

PS 1:5 Therefore the
wicked will not stand in
the judgment,

nor sinners in the assem-
bly of the righteous.
