Plans for
business
incubator
continue

  Work on the Moffet building is continu-
ing with plans being discussed to move 
the Norton Area Chamber of Commerce 
and Norton City/County Economic 
Development into the building when 
construction is completed. The move 
will allow a business incubator to be put 
in the building the chamber currently 
occupies.  

An incubator will help entrepreneurs 
start a business by working closely with 
economic development to access local as 
well as regional resources. 

“We’ll mentor them through the process 
to help make their businesses successful,” 
said Diane Stiles, Norton City/County 
Economic Development Director. 

Stiles said she would be developing 
guidelines for the incubator. 

A business plan will be required of any 
startup interested building. 

She said other cities offer incubators 
like the one in Kansas City which offers 
a technology startup incubator. 

Stiles said Norton’s incubator will fo-
cus on the retail or service industries. 

The chamber and economic develop-
ment have not signed a formal agreement 
yet. Stiles said she proposed the move in 
August. 

The chamber considered the proposal 
and made a counter-proposal in Sep-
tember. 

The chamber voted last week to sign 
a good faith agreement to move into the 
building when it is completed. 

Other details will be worked out before 
Feb. 26, 2010, the deadline for a signed 
agreement.
