The No.7 seeded Norton Lady 
Jays played the No.2 seeded 
Smith Center Lady Redmen in 
the opening round and lost 12-25, 
14-25 in the single elimination 
tournament. 

Smith Center continued on to 
eventually play No.1 seed Phil-
lipsburg in the championship fi-
nals. The Lady Panthers prevailed 
and earned a berth in the Class 3A 
State Tournament this week.

“We had a lackluster perfor-
mance against Smith Center,” 
said Norton head volleyball coach 
Peggy Cox.

“We just couldn’t seem to get 
anything going and that includes 
enthusiasm, passes, sets, serves, 
kills and blocks. It just wasn’t 
there today.
