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“I’m not ashamed of my ser-
vice. There for a long time, Viet-
nam vets were,” he said.

Eugiene Wiltfong also par-
ticipates every year. He served
in an Army infantry unit from
1934-1946. Wiltfong said he was
shipped overseas in 1945.

“We were loaded and ready to
invade Japan when the atomic
bombs were dropped,” he said.
Wiltfong was part of the 98th
and 25th divisions and served
as occupational forces when the
war ended.

“I’m proud to be a vet,” he
said.

Jack Ward also served during
World War II. He was in the Ma-
rines from 1942-1945. He said
he tries to participate in Veterans

Day every year.

“I think it’s quite important,”
he said.

“I think we had a nice crowd
yesterday,” he said.

“I want to thank everyone who
participated and everyone who
came out,” Durham said.

Alarge crowd attended the Vet-
erans Potluck Supper at the Amer-
ican Legion Hall on Wednesday
evening.

War II veterans Eugene Wilt-
fong, Norton, and Dale Shearer,
Edmond.

Both men were among the
World War II veterans in Kansas
who recently received no-cost
Honors Flights to Washington,
D.C. to view the World War II

Memorial along with other his-
toric sights such as the Arlington
Cemetery, Iwo Jima Memorial
and the Tomb of the Unknown
Soldier.

A total of $86,000 was raised
indonations in Kansas to sponsor
the flights.

Veterans from the Plainville
area who took the flights totaled
102 and 28 of them were in wheel
chairs. Twenty-eight students
from the Plainville area accompa-
nied those in wheel chairs.

Eugene called the trip “fabu-
lous” and Dale called it “fan-
tastic” and both thanked those
responsible for their trip of a
lifetime.

A number of local businesses
were among the donors.

Stiles said there are 5,400 peo-
ple in Norton County and 2,700
in Norton. She called Norton’s
employer base diverse, saying it
makes Norton unique compared
to comparable cities.

“We have a lot of opportunities
that aren’t present in a lot of other
communities our size,” she said.

Community presenters includ-
ed George Griffith, Northern
Valley Schools superintendent;
Greg Mann, Norton Commu-
nity Schools superintendent; Rich
Miller, Norton County Hospital
administrator; Gina Frack, Nor-
ton County Health Department
and Rob Lawson, Norton City
administrator.

Griffith reported on the educa-
tional programs at Northern Val-
ley, saying there are an estimated
215 students.

He said the student-teacher
ratio helps with student success.
The students passed state assess-
ments and have made adequate
yearly progress.

He also spoke about programs
offered, including the preschool
and technology programs.

“The preschool program helps
give students a jump start,” he
said.

“For a district of our size, we
have a great technology pro-
gram,” he said.

Mann followed Griffith’s pre-
sentation, saying Norton has 700
students in grades K—12.

He also spoke about the Gover-
nor’sAchievement Award, saying
Eisenhower Elementary School
has won the award for the last
three years.

“We have been a very success-
ful district,” he said.

Sen. Morris asked several ques-
tions with both superintendents
responding.

“It sounds like you’re both
doing everything right,” Morris
said.

Miller presented information
about Norton County Hospital,
callingitafull service facility. He
discussed some of the upgrades,
including the new $2.5 million
clinic. Construction will begin
soon.

Miller was questioned by the
senators about providing health-
care to the uninsured. He respond-
ed by saying they try to provide

care for everyone.

“Ihope we’re meeting the needs
of the community,” he said.

Miller discussed the seven
practitioners in Norton, saying
a new practitioner will begin in
internal medicine soon. Morris
said he was impressed with the
number of doctors.

Frack discussed the history of
the health department, saying it
beganin 1975. There are currently
seven full time staff and several
part time staff.

She talked about the success of
the health department, saying 95
percent of two-year-olds are up to
date on their immunizations.

Frack also discussed the differ-
ences between health departments
in Kansas and Nebraska. She
said Norton’s health department
serves people from neighboring
counties, including some people
from southern Nebraska. Health
departments in Nebraska are re-
gionalized, as opposed to Kansas
where there is ahealth department
in every county. She said there is
no consistency in health depart-
ments, but Norton has been se-
lected to participate in a national
accreditation program.

“This is huge. Norton is the
voice for rural America, and pub-
lic health is changing,” she said.

Norton County Commissioner
John Miller discussed the 18
northwest Kansas counties, say-
ing Norton is one of the only full
service health departments.

“The citizens of Norton County
are very fortunate,” Sen. Morris
said.

Lawson gave the final presen-
tation on the city. He discussed
renovations to the water and
sewer plants.

“We’re turning out better wa-
ter today than we ever have,” he
said.

After the presentations, the
legislators participated in tours of
Natoma, Valley Hope and Kansas
Department of Transportation
before taking the tour of Norton
Correctional Facility.

Warden Jay Shelton said the
facility houses 710 medium and
minimum security inmates. He
estimated Ellsworth has 800 and
El Dorado has 1,300.

The facility has done several
upgrades lately including a new
water tower and dining hall.
Shelton said the new dining area
