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Years of planning went into plant

The multimillion dollar upgrade to
Norton Water Treatment Plant is enter-
ing its final stage after years of planning,
two utility increases and other financial
struggles.

Planning

Norton City Administrator Rob Lawson
said planning began in 1999 when the
city wasnotified of new regulations from
Kansas Department of Health and Envi-
ronment. An engineering firm was hired
to conduct a study of the water plant and

distribution systems, and to recommend
improvements and additions of equip-
ment and processes in order to comply
with new regulations set by Kansas De-
partment of Health and Environment and
the Environmental Protection Agency at
that time.

“We did everything in the world we
couldtokeep fromdoing things we didn’t
have to do,” Lawson said.

“Kansas Department of Health and
Environment was telling us we had to
meet these specifications,” he said.

He said the city looked at other options;

including a water softening plant or re-
verse osmosis plant, but it was decided
upgrading the mechanics inside the exist-
ing plant would be more cost effective.

Lawson said 80 percent of the mechan-
ics inside the plant have been upgraded
including water filters, computers and
other equipment.

The beginning of phase two, drilling
the well field, is coming to an end. The
wells are scheduled to be tested Nov.30
for water quality and quantity.

Norton uses well water as well as water
from Sebelius Reservoir. Lawson said
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Lane Stagemeyer, his grandmother Mo Stagemeyer and Shauna Robison worked on making turkeys out of
oreos at Eisenhower Elementary School yesterday. The kindergarten classes performed a skit, and their families
were asked to participate in an activity afterwards. The kids had been asked to write Thanksgiving Day recipes
but none included oreos.

Kids share Thanksgiving recipes

The turkey will cook for 20
minutes at medium, and then it might
get turned on to low. When it’s done, the
alarm can go off, and you go get it from
the oven.

We’ll hunt for the turkey, me and dad.

We will peel
the feathers off, and put him in the oven
to cook.

plant, which is cheaper to treat and safer
for the operators at the plant.

Lawson said Norton’s water plant is
comparable to plants in bigger cities,
like Hays.

Funding

The city has struggled to find ways to
fund the upgrades at the plant. Lawson
said the council looked at a loan from
the Kansas Department of Health and
Environment’s revolving loan fund as

well as the United States Department of
