REFLECTED IN RIGHTEOUSNESS

It takes courage to live a righteous life and to
pray through to completion God’s plan for us.
The Bible says, “Because Joseph her husband was a
righteous man and did not want to expose her to public
disgrace...” (Matthew 1:19)

The truth worth grasping in these passages of
Scripture is that Joseph was a righteous man.

At this time in history we have two people called
of God to play a very important part of the
Christmas story, and they are both being tested in
their faith in God. Mary had been told ahead of time
that she would be with child by the power of the
Holy Spirit (Luwe 1:31) and Joseph knew the
consequences of being accused of adultery, public
disgrace and the possibility of being stoned to
death.

Joseph knew the whole counsel of God’s Word.
Therefore, he knew of God’s mercy, compassion
and tenderness. This enabled him to subdue the
flesh so he could do his part in reflecting God’s
mercy, kindness and tenderness before all who
knew of their marriage engagement. Choose
courage and do your part in the Christmas story!
