At a time when a high school 
diploma is a necessity to find a 
job, it is nice to learn that Norton 
has a remedy for the large drop 
out problem that has plagued our 
schools for many years. 

The Norton USD District 211 
Learning Center will help you get 
a high school diploma that is is-
sued by Norton Community High 
School and comes complete with 
a full graduation ceremony. 

Currently there are 78 enrollees 
at the center. Fifteen of them are 
students from the high school 
doing a credit recovery that will 
permit them to graduate with their 
class.  Sixty-three are students 
that want to have a high school 
diploma. There are five students 
that are on track to graduate in 
May. The age of students that have 
taken advantage of this learning 
opportunity have ranged from 
14–60.

There are two teachers at the 
center. Danna Kelly, a certified 
teacher, and Sherry Hoover, who 
is working on getting her certifi-
cation. 

Kelly explained that the atmo-

sphere at the center is based on 
self motivation. 

“A student progresses at their 
own pace. For adults with other 
responsibilities, this can be the 
difference between success and 
failure,” she said. 

The curriculum is the same 
as the high school, 21 credits to 
complete. Classes are online and 
can be completed at home. This is 
a benefit for those adults that have 
employment and families. The 
tests are given at the center along 
with some of the grading.

A relaxed and caring attitude 
is in the building; teachers want 
to see success for their students.  
A child care room is there with 
a television to keep the children 
entertained while their parents 
take advantage of the opportuni-
ties available to them. 

Students doing a credit recovery 
are charged a fee based on family 
income. Other students are able to 
enroll for no charge.  The hours are 
Monday through Thursday, 8 a.m. 
to 8 p.m. and Friday 8 a.m. to 3 
p.m. As there is open enrollment, 
anyone interested in completing 
high school and getting a diploma 
can sign up anytime.

Parish dedicates windows
