Resolution to Levy Tax for Capital Outlay Fund
WHEREAS, the Board of Education of Unified School District No. 211, Norton 
County, State of Kansas, is authorized by K.S.A. 72-88-01, to make an annual 
tax levy at a mill rate not exceeding the stautorily-prescribed mill rate for a period 
of time not exceeding five years upon the taxable tangible property in the district 
for the purpose specified in said law; and
WHEREAS, the Board of Education has determined to exercise the authority 
vested in it by said law;
