WEEKLY SERMONETTE

Acts 1:1-3 says, “…I wrote 
about all that Jesus began to 
do and to teach until the day 
He was taken up to heav-
en, after giving instructions 
through the Holy Spirit to the 
apostles He had chosen.  After 
His suffering, He showed 
Himself to these men and 
gave many convincing proofs 
that He was alive…”  

We live in a country that 
has enjoyed the blessings of 
God.  Many Christians and 
non-Christians have known 
prosperity, success, and se-
curity.  All these are blessings 
from the Lord. (Deuteronomy 
28:1-14)   Christians and non-
Christians alike have also 
suffered the consequences of 
living in disobedience to the 
written Word of God.  There 
have been great depressions, 
wars and natural disasters. All 
these are promised by God to 
any nation that chooses not to 
obey the Word of the Lord. 
(Deuteronomy 28:15-68; Romans 
8:1-32)  It is also important to 
note that bad things are expe-
rienced in this world because 
we have an aggressive enemy, 
the devil (Job 1-2; 2 Corinthians 12:7; 
1 Peter 5:8) who afflicts the apple 
of God’s eye. (Zechariah 2:8)  

In a shaky world prone 
to the afflictions of Satan 
and the chastisements of the 
Lord, the Holy Spirit wants 
you to grasp the “convinc-
ing proofs” of Christ getting 
victory over the grave, over 
death and over all the curses 
brought into this world since 
the fall of mankind.

to have a fixed sign, certain 

or sure token that encourages 
believers to remain faithful to 
the “Great Commission.”  

In the dispensation of the post-
resurrection ministry of Jesus 
Christ, the Word of God has 
ten recorded appearances of 
the Lord giving fixed signs for 
encouragement to walk in obe-
dience and to direct Christians 
to the next dispensation, a time 
when they would be “clothed 

with power from on high” for 
their part in the “Great Commis-
sion.” (Luke 24:49; Acts 1:4; 8)  Just as 
the prophets and the true church 
in the Old Testament faced the 
afflictions and consequences of 
living in a sin cursed world, the 
New Testament saints would 
face the hardships of fulfill-
ing God’s call upon their lives.  
However, with a new promise 
fulfilled came the certainty of

Your heavenly Father knows 
that you need them. But seek 
first His kingdom and His 
righteousness, and all these 
things will be given to you as 
well.  Therefore do not worry 
about tomorrow…’” (Matthew 
6:28-34)

 The Biblically mature see 
afflictions, persecutions and 
hardships in this shaky world 
as opportunities to see God 
intercede for them. Can you say 
as the Apostle Paul said?, “But 
this happened that we might 
not rely on ourselves but on 
God, who raises the dead.” (2 
Corinthians 1:9)
