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FSA announces farm
reconstitutions plan

The Norton County Farm Ser-
vice Agency announces 2010
Farm Reconstitution program
requirements. In Farm Service
Agency terminology, farms are
constituted to group all tracts
having the same owner and the
same operator under one farm
serial number.

When changes in ownership
or operation take place, a farm
reconstitution is necessary. The
reconstitution — orrecon — isthe
process of combining or dividing
farms ortracts of land based on the
farming operation.

The following are the different
methods used when doing a farm
recon. Remember, to be effec-
tive for the current year, recons
must be requested by Aug. 1 for
farms enrolled in the Direct and
Counter-Cyclical Program and

Direct and Counter-Cyclical
Program - ACRE.

Estate Method — the division
of bases, allotments and quotas
for a parent farm among heirs in
settling an estate;

Designation of Landowner
Method — may be used when (1)
partofafarmis sold orownership
is transferred; (2) an entire farm
is sold to two or more persons;
(3) farm ownership is transferred
to two or more persons; (4) part
of a tract is sold or ownership is
transferred; (5) a tract is sold to
two or more persons; or (6) tract
ownership is transferred to two
or more persons. In order to use
this method the land sold must
have been owned for atleast three
years, ora waiver granted, and the
buyer and seller mustsignaMem-
orandum of Understanding;

DCP Cropland Method — the
division of bases in the same
proportion that the DCP cropland
for each resulting tract relates to
the DCP cropland on the parent
tract;

Default Method — the division
of bases for a parent farm with
each tract maintaining the bases
attributed to the tract level when
the reconstitution is initiated in
the system.

UPDATE: If DCP direct pay-
ments have already been issued
on a particular farm, the recon-
stitution will be effective for the
next year, unless the payments
are refunded.
