Inquire of the Lord

In 1 Samuel 30 we read of a time when David and
his men faced desperate times, causing them to
become bitter in spirit. While the men considered
killing David, the Bible says, “David ...found strength
in the Lord his God.” The Bible also says, “...David
inquired of the LORD.” (1 Samuel 30:7-8)

Christians who have been in deep study of God’s
Word find a truth that causes them to have a
healthy fear of the Lord, which enables them to
“...[inquire or seek] the Lord.” The word “inquired”
(saal) means to ask God for something and all
Christians may pray according to the sword of the
Spirit, the Word of God with an assurance the Lord
will give guidance, especially in desperate times.
