While recuperat-
ing, he had time to consider his
future and made the decision totry
his hand at photography. He was
alwaystaking pictures of his kids’
school activities, so maybe this
would be a way to make money
at something he enjoyed.

Rutherford chose Norton Coun-
ty because he already owned land
here that was being farmed by
his father-in-law. He also liked
the people and kids of Norton
County, so he left the big city for
farm life.

He made a studio in a portion
of his barn, and then added on to
that twice to make more room and
offer more background choices
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for portraits. He then decided he
needed even more room and told
his wife, Jackie, that he would
build a 40 by 60 garage and part
of it would be dedicated for his
photography studio.

It took less than six months to
open the doors for Ken’s Photog-
raphy. Rutherford is a member of
the Kansas Professional Photog-
raphy Association, serving aterm
as president.
