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Jays fifth in Newton tournament

The Norton Community High
School varsity wrestlers had three
open weights but still placed fifth
out of 25 teams in the prestigious
47th annual Newton Tournament
of Champions held on Friday and
Saturday in Newton.

Norton was the smallest school
in the tournament, considered
to be the toughest high school
wrestling tournament in the state
of Kansas inall classes. The Blue
Jays have won the championship
two times and placed ninth the
past two years.

“Our wrestlers are definitely
improving each time they step
on the mat,” said Norton head
wrestling coach Bill Johnson.
“We really are becoming a team
that wants to get better and help
our teammates.

“We just wrestled really well.
I could see our maturity level
go up two or three notches. Our
confidence should be really high
right now!”

Norton placed fifth among
team scores but was just eight
points out of third place. Garden
City was the champion with 190
points, followed by Clay Center,
164; Emporia, 146.5; Derby,
144; Norton, 138.5; Colby, 123;
Ark City, 109; Salina South, 105;
Wichita Northwest, 94; Maize,
90.5; Wichita Heights, 88; Lib-
eral, 82; Gardner-Edgerton, 81.5;
Hutchinson, 76.5; Campus, 75;
McPherson, 72.5; Newton, 71;
Lawrence, 67.5; Dodge City, 64;
Mill Valley, 52.5; Bishop Carroll,
48; Leavenworth, 41.5; Manhat-
tan, 36; Shawnee Mission West,
16; Maize South, 10.

Receiving the Outstanding
Wrestleraward was Mark Kolmer,
Emporia. Monte Mosier, Garden
City, was named Outstanding
Coach of the tournament.

Landon “Tug” Keiswetter,
152 pound junior, was Norton’s
only wrestler to reach the cham-
pionship finals and he placed
runner-up.

Blue Jay junior Spencer Shirk
placed third at 160 pounds and
Norton senior Kaenon Keiswet-
ter placed fourth at 145. Blue Jay
freshman John Risewick was
fourth at 103 pounds.

Earning a fifth place medal was
Blue Jay junior Kaid McKenna at
189 pounds.

Norton senior Connor Pfannen-
stiel placed sixth at 140 pounds.

Troy Bainter, Blue Jay junior,
was seventh at 125 pounds and
Norton senior Tyler Cook placed
seventh at 285 pounds.

Also competing for Norton but
not placing were freshman Car-
son McKenna, 119; junior Billy
Broeckelman, 130 and junior
Brett Terrell, 135.

Norton’s won-loss record was
35-21 and their pin ratio was an
impressive 12-5.

The Blue Jays’ only two un-
seeded wrestlers in the tourna-
ment, John Risewick and Tyler
Cook, wrestled so well that they
were chosen by the Norton coach-
es as “Wrestlers of the Week”.

“Our entire team deserves to
be our honored wrestlers because
they wrestled so well overall

but we chose our two un-seeded
wrestlers for this honor,” said
coach Johnson.

“Tug Keiswetter was the lone
Blue Jay to make the champion-
ship finals. He was the No.1 seed
after a third place finish in 2009
but three others battled their
way to the third place match.
Freshman John Risewick came
into the tournament with a 10-7
record and was un-seeded. He
shocked everyone with a major
decision upset of the No.1 seed,
then followed with another major
decision in the quarter-finals be-
fore finally dropping adecisionin
the semi-finals. On the backside
of the bracket, he proved that
his upset of the No.1 seed was
no fluke by beating him again
to make the consolation finals,
where he finished fourth. John is
a true competitor and his mental
attitude is great. He wants to
wrestle the best and that doesn’t
make him nervous.

“Tyler Cook had a nice 4-2
record in the tournament. He is
undersized for his weight class.
Coming in with a 9-8 record, he
seemed like an unlikely placer.
But, he did not back down from
those big guysand ended up wres-
tling great and bringing home a
medal.

“Kaenon Keiswetter’s only
losses in the tournament came to
the same wrestler. He was seeded
No.6and lostaheartbreakerin the
quarter-finalstothe No.3 seed. He
rebounded with three nice wins on
the backside to make the conso-
lation finals and a rematch with
Shavlik of Derby. It was a close
match but Kaenon was caught on
his back and got behind on points.
It was a great fourth place finish
for him.

“Our final Blue Jay going for
third was Spencer Shirk. He lost
in the semi-finals to No.1 seed
Wright-Conklin of Lawrence
then went unscored on to win the
consolation bracket.

“In the semi-finals, Spencer
put a scare into Wright-Conklin,
catching him on his back in the
third period but could not get
the fall.

“Connor Pfannenstiel at 140
pounds lost in the semi-finals to
the eventual champion. Then, he
lostaheartbreaker in the consola-
tion semi-finals and placed sixth.
I was proud of his performance.
Many times in tournaments of this
quality, it doesn’t get any easier
on the back side.

“Kaid McKenna really wres-
tled great against the bigger 189
pounders. I was super proud of
Kaid. His style of wrestling the
larger opponents has really im-
proved over the past couple of
weeks. His first match was a nice
win over amuscle bound wrestler
from Garden City, who wenton to
place third. Kaid dropped amatch
in the quarter-finals, then rattled
off several wins on the back side
before ending up in the fifth place
match against the same wrestler
who beathimin the quarter-finals.
Kaid got his revenge and placed
fifth.

“Troy Bainter was disappointed
to place seventh but the positive
side is that it did not happen at

the state tournament and there
is plenty of time to work on mis-
takes and improve. Troy is one of
the hardest workers in the practice
room and I can guarantee he will
give iteverything he has over the
next month.”

Two former Norton Commu-
nity High School wrestlers were
also present at the tournament
as assistant coaches. Nathan
Broeckelmanis anassistantcoach
at Manhattan High School and
Kale Mannis an assistantcoach at
Mill Valley High School. Broeck-
elman is a former Blue Jay state
champion and Mann is a former
state runner-up for Norton.
