David faced a desperate time in his life, the
Bible says, “Then David said to Abiathar the priest,
the son of Ahimelech, ‘Bring me the ephod.” Abiathar
brought it to him, and David inquired of the LORD.”
(1 Samuel 30:7-8)

When Biblically considering leadership and
responsibility, two names stand out. One, Saul,
who was asked for by elders of sinful Israel (1
Samuel 8:4-9; 10:17-19) and two, David, whom God was
with (1 samuel 16:18).

Saul was a man who did
religious things even to the point of confessing sin.
(1 samuel 15:24) The Spirit of God even came upon
Saul and his men causing them to prophesy while
they were searching for David to kill him. (1 samuel 19)
Saul obeyed righteous laws, he expelled the
mediums and spiritists from the land of Israel. (1
samuel 28:3) However, Saul did what most people do
in desperate times, justified the disobeying of the
Word of the Lord. He disguises himself so a woman
medium would call up the spirit of Samuel for him.
Saul even swears in the Lord’s name that she
would not be punished, when he should have been
arresting her. (1 samuel 28:8-10)

Saul sought the future in a sinful way, the
Bible teaches, David inquired of God in the
proper way in the midst of desperate times. (1
Samuel 30:7-8; Psalm 18,51)
