Library offers Kansas Reads
In this lyrical, unsentimental 

and compelling memoir, the son 
of a black African father and a 
white American mother searches 
for a workable meaning to his life 
as a black American. It begins in 
New York, where Barack Obama 
learns that his father—a fi gure he 
knows more as a myth than as a 
man—has been killed in a car ac-
cident. This sudden death inspires 
an emotional odyssey—fi rst to a 
small town in Kansas, from which 
he retraces the migration of his 
mother’s family to Hawaii, and 
then to Kenya, where he meets 
the African side of his family, 
confronts the bitter truth of his 
father’s life and at last reconciles 
his divided inheritance.

The Kansas Humanities Coun-
cil has joined the Kansas Center 
for the Book at the State Library 
of Kansas to present 2010 Kansas 
Reads ... “Dreams from My Fa-
ther” by Barack Obama. Humani-
ties programs will be presented 
around the state for the duration 
of the event, from Feb. 1 through 
March 14. 

The programs will be brought to 
you by the Norton Public Library 
and Northwest Kansas Library 
System.

Professor Cheryl Ragar teaches 
American Ethnic Studies at K-
State and will present at Dodge 
City Public Library on Feb. 10—
and will broadcast via video 
conferencing at the Norton Public 
Library at 7 p.m.

Professor Doretha Williams 
is instructor in Humanities and 
Western Civilization at KU. She 
will present at Salina Public Li-
brary on Feb. 25, which will be 
broadcast at Norton Public Li-
brary at 7 p.m.

Professor David A. Nichols 
taught history and was academic 
dean at Southwestern College 
in Winfield and is a 2008 Kan-
sas Notable Books author. He 
will present at Manhattan Public 
Library on Mar. 14, which will 
be broadcast at Norton Public 
Library at 2 p.m.

All these programs will feature 
the scholars discussing “Dreams 
from My Father” from their schol-
arly perspectives.
