Mid-winter has settled over the 
nation´s heartland and there´s no 
better time to test for radon in 
homes and businesses than right 
now.

On Jan. 22, Kansas Gov. Mark 
Parkinson proclaimed January as 
Kansas Radon Action Month. 

Parkinson and the Kansas De-
partment of Health and Environ-
ment urged Kansans to protect 
families, students and educators, 
and businesses employees and 
customers by testing their homes, 
schools and work sites for radon, 
which is an odorless, invisible 
gas.

Radon is the second-leading 
cause of lung cancer in the U.S., 
and the first in people who have 
never smoked. 

The good news is that prolonged 
exposure to high concentrations 

of radon can be prevented.
Radon is a naturally occurring 

radioactive gas that can emanate 
from soil and become a health 
hazard when concentrated inside 
a home, school, business or other 
structure. More than 200 lung 
cancer deaths per year in Kansas 
may be linked to indoor radon. 

The U.S. Environmental Pro-
tection Agency estimates that in-
door radon contributes to 21,000 
lung cancer deaths in the United 

States each year. Exposure causes 
no immediate symptoms, and of-
ten goes unrecognized until seri-
ous health complications arise.

Kansas Department of Health 
and Environment stated that 
about one out of every three radon 
measurements performed in Kan-
sas are elevated, being above 4 
pCi/l (picoCuries per liter). Some 
areas have higher levels than 
others, though elevated levels of 
radon have been detected in every 
county in the state. 

As many as one in 15 U.S. 
homes has elevated radon levels 
that often go undetected.

Some communities have build-
ing codes which require new 
homes to be built using radon-re-
sistant techniques, and additional 
cities in Kansas are considering 
this modification to their build-

ing codes.
Radon test kits are available at 

K-State Research and Extension 
Offices in Kansas, as well as at 
local hardware and builder´s sup-
ply stores.

Test results showing high lev-
els can usually be fixed with 
simple and affordable venting 
techniques. Homeowners should 
talk with a certified radon con-
tractor if levels above 4 pCi/l are 
detected.
