The Master’s paintbrush has
swept firmly across the landscape
leaving earth tones in its wake for
many amonth. From the paintbox
crystal shades of blue and lavender
tint the snows of an icy winter.
Thick white snow coverlets have
nurtured and shielded tiny green
shoots that hold the promise of
spring rebirth. And then, one day
in late winter, a soft wind from
the south ventures forth and there
it is -- the faintest haze of palest
green washing across the valley
that rolls away to the northeast.
The painter’s palette has changed
overnight.

Tenderly the beguiling brush
of early spring breeze coaxes
color from the burgeoning buds
of the cottonwood trees. In nearby
pastures buffalo grass takes on its
distinctive grey-green tint as it
drinks in the welcome moisture
from melting snow. The bitter
cold of the winter months retreats
slowly but surely as the brush
strokes touch bluestem fronds
with delicate shimmers of mauve
and winey pink.
