John 15:7 says, “If you re-
main in Me and My Words 
remain in you, ask whatever 
you wish and it will be given to 
you.”  People have a tendency 
to overlook the first half of this 
Scripture and focus on the last 
half.  This is because sin of 
the flesh and its quest for self-
satisfaction causes people to 
pray with wrong motives. 

I would propose to you that 
true power in prayer is only 
enjoyed by those who under-
stand the truth in this passage 
of Scripture.  This power of 
prayer is what enables Chris-
tians to fully complete what 
God has called them to do.

Thank God for great spiri-
tual leaders who have kept ac-
curate accounts of their walk 
with the Lord and thus model 
for us true power in prayer!  
The Bible tells us to consider 
the “outcome of their way of 
life and imitate their faith.” 
(Hebrews 13:7)  

One such spiritual lead-
er was a man named David 
Brainerd. After reading the 
“Life and Diary of David 
Brainerd’ (missionary to 
the American Indians 1742-
1746), I came to the conclu-
sion that this young man who 
died at twenty-nine was one 
Christian leader whose min-
istry and life exemplified the 
truths found in John 15:1-17.  
David Brainerd’s selfless life 
of prayer and devotion has and 
is inspiring Christians to give 
themselves wholeheartedly 
to the Lord.  His remarkable 
story of genuine piety in heart 
and practice reflects a Spirit-

filled walk with Jesus Christ.
David Brainerd endured hard-

ships on his missionary journeys 
for God.  Often he slept exposed 
to the elements.  He was hungry, 
often eating bread that had be-
come stale and moldy.  He suf-
fered with effects of consump-
tion which left him weak and 
often bed-ridden.  In the early 

the gospel he preached.  Mr. 
Brainerd allowed the Word 
of God to expose sin that was 
in his heart and through true 
repentance he experienced the 
cleansing power of the Holy 
Spirit leaving him renewed.  
Through trusting in what Je-
sus did for him on the cross, 
David experienced God’s 
mercy and grace, enabling 
him to do what others could 
not have done.  David knew 
that God’s promises are true.  
He remained faithful to Jesus 
and allowed His Words to 
remain within his spiritual 
heart.

It was prayer, Bible reading 
and surrendering to the will of 
God that enabled this young 
sickly, physically weak de-
voted man to fulfill his calling.  
Despite periods of extreme 
weakness he had freedom in 
prayer and found strength 
to preach with authority and 
effectiveness.  God worked 
through him to give many 
Indians and white men the 
opportunity to hear the gospel.  
He saw souls come to Christ.

True strengthening and ef-
fectiveness comes through 
remaining in Christ, no matter 
how tough the trials are.  Al-
lowing His Word to remain in 
the spiritual heart births forth 
joyful obedience.  The Lord 
blesses those who are surren-
dered to His will.  He enables 
and empowers Christians to 
focus on what is important.
