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the program. This bill corrects the
unintended consequences of last
year’s legislation.

“If we establish a historic dis-
trict, these tax credits are essential
to leveraging private investment
in downtown Norton,” Stiles
said.

HB 2538: Promoting Em-
ployment Across Kansas

Office

Stiles said the Promoting Em-
ploymentAcross Kansas (PEAK)
legislation passed last year. It
created an incentive program for
competitive business projects by
allowing qualifying employers to
keep a portion of their employee
withholding tax.

“This program modernized
state incentive programs and also
encourages development in rural

areas by requiring a minimum
of five new jobs versus the 100
job minimum from the IMPACT
program. HB 2538 makes tech-
nical clarifications that address
unintended consequences of the
program over the past year,” she
said.

SB 430: Rural Business Tax
Credits

Legislators cut the value of the

Rural Business Tax Credits from
75 percent to 67 percent, and it
translated into a 60 percent reduc-
tion in funds to the program.

The Rural Business Tax Credit
Program funds the regional re-
volving loan fund under North-
west Kansas Planning and De-
velopment. The fund has awarded
$1.25 million in loans since its
inception.

“I think this has been a very
positive thing for the commu-
nity,” she said.

Stiles was alsoinvolved in wind
energy, dairy, call center, motel
and clothing store recruitment.
She said economic develop-
ment hosted community tours for
some of the recruitment projects
and met with developers. None
decided to relocate to Norton
County in 2009.

Business incentives included:
the neighborhood revitalization
plan, business education scholar-
ship, enhanced enterprise zone,
revolving loan fund, technical
assistance, utilities to the meter
(Norton) and $5 building per-
mits.

Individual assistance included
awarding two business education
scholarships, offered two busi-
ness start-up classes, assisted
over 25 entrepreneurs with busi-
ness plans, financing, marketing
or education, two entrepreneurs
started businesses and one busi-
ness owner received a loan from
the revolving loan fund.

Another economic develop-
ment project was the storefront
renewal project which funded 17
applications. The total granted

was $13,620.69 and the total
investment was $48,791.08. The
program will continue in 2010.
Applications are due March 31.

The Norton County Visitor
Center, also known as the Moffet
building, was another big project
in 2009. The center received a
grant from the Federal Home
Loan Bank for interior renova-
tions.

The project was delayed by
an accident in June, but Stiles
reported the damage repair is
almost complete. She expects
interior renovations will begin
this spring.

The Dr. E.A. Lyons House was
donated to the Norton County
Community Foundation and re-
cently received a $90,000 grant
from the Kansas State Historical
Society Heritage Trust Fund.

The Heaton building was also
donated to the Norton County
Community Foundation. Work
began on that building and in-
cluded roof repair, exterior repair
and paint and clean-up.

Stiles also worked on a historic
district designation. She wrote
a grant to hire a consultant to
conduct a survey of downtown
Norton and received funding
from the Kansas State Historical
Society Historical Preservation
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Fund. The survey completion date
and grant application deadline
was yesterday.

Ten applications were approved
for the Neighborhood Revitaliza-
tion Plan in 2009 including: one
Almena residential, one Dens-
more residential, four rural Nor-
ton residential, three Norton city
residential and one Norton City
commercial.

Stiles said there was notenough
interest in the Housing Rehabili-
tation Grant program.

In other economic develop-
ment business:

* The board discussed the con-
tract with the Norton Area Cham-
ber of Commerce for the Moffet
building. Utilities were discussed
with the board agreeing toa70/30
split witheconomic development
paying 70 percent of the utilities.
A motion was made to approve
the agreement. Vote taken, mo-
tion passed.

« Stiles said the copy machine
needs repair. The 120K kit needs
to be replaced, which will cost
$600 for the part plus labor and
travel for a certified technician
to repair the machine. The board
debated buying anew machine or
repairing the current one and de-
cided toapprove the purchase of a
new copy machine. Amotion was

made to approve the purchase,
not to exceed $2,999. Vote taken,
motion passed.

» Stiles reported on the Lead-
ership Kansas application. She
received a $600 scholarship to
attend, and the remaining cost
is $900 plus hotel accommoda-
tions.

The course will take place from
April-October with classes being
held for three days in a different
community each month. Stiles
said it is a prestigious program
and will benefit economic devel-
opment.

Amotion was made to approve
Stiles’ attendance in the leader-
ship program. Vote taken, motion
passed.

*The Storefront Renewal Proj-
ect committee meeting date was
set for 5:30 p.m. on April 8. Ap-
plications are due March 31.

o Stiles reported on the Vietnam
Moving Wall, which will come to
Norton in September. She asked
the board to consider volunteer-
ing and said $10,000 is needed to
bring the wall to Norton.

The next Norton City/County
economic Development board
meting will be held on April 13
at the economic development of-
fice,located at 133 N. Norton. All
meetings are open to the public.
