“Jesus Is For Us”

Webster’s defines the
word epiphany as “amo-
ment of sudden intuitive
understanding; flash of
insight”. The Church is
currently in the season
of Epiphany, which cel-
ebrates the manifesta-
tions of Christ as true
God come to earth as
Savior of the world.

The season begins with
the visit of the Magi to
the Christ Child. These
Gentiles, bearing their
gifts, followed the star
to the home of Jesus.
When they got there,
they fell on their knees
and worshipped Jesus,
showing that the Christ
had come not only for
Jews, but for all people.

During the Epiphany
season, we celebrate the
baptism of Jesus in the
Jordan River. Though
He had no sin, Jesus
received a baptism of
repentance and forgive-
ness to show that He
joined with all humanity
and was willing to serve
as the perfect substitute
and sacrifice for the sin
of the world. Asthe Holy
Spirit descended on Je-
sus, the voice of God

(Luke 3:22). Notonly did
Jesusreveal Himself to be
humanity’s substitute, the
Father revealed that Jesus
was indeed the very Son
of God.

The Epiphany season

reveals Jesus as 1) hav-
ing control over the natu-
ral order of the world by
changing water into wine
at the wedding at Cana;
2) the One who fulfills
prophecy as He comes
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a pure heart....”

The Epiphany sea-
son ends on the Mount
of Transfiguration as
Jesus is miraculously
transformed before the
eyes of Peter, James, and
John. Appearing with
Jesus are Moses and Eli-
jah, verifying that Jesus
does indeed fulfill the
law and the prophets.
The majestic scene ends
with the Father once
again booming from
heaven, “Thisismy Son,
my Chosen One; listen
to him” (Luke 9:35).

In all of these moments
of sudden intuitive un-
derstanding, Jesus re-
veals Himself to be the
only one who is chosen
by God to be the forgiver
of sins and Savior of
the world. He would
accomplish this task by
dying on the cross as a
perfect sacrifice for all
sin, including yours.
