This psalm may be regard-
ed as “The Preface Psalm,” 
having its truths found and 
reiterated throughout the 
entire Book of Psalms.  The 
psalmist desires to teach the 
reader the way of enjoying 

the abundant life that is found 
in a heart surrendered to God, 
Christ and the Holy Spirit.  This 
divinely inspired psalm appro-
priately introduces the bless-
ings of God to all who respond 
in faithfulness to the Lord.  In 
addition, it forms a background 

ness that comes with delight-
ing yourself in God and His 
Word, shunning sin and be-
ing His true child.  In verses 
four and five, he candidly 
describes the character of 
the person without Christ, 
his future and, if he remains 
unrepentant, his ultimate 
doom.

Some will choose the “way 
of the righteous” (verse six) 
characterized by love for 
God and readiness to live 
out His commandments.  
Most, however, will choose 
the second way to live de-
scribed here--“the way of 
the wicked.” The Lord offers 
no eternal blessings to those 
who refuse to be reconciled 
to Him through having Jesus 
Christ as Savior and Lord.   

Dr. Willem A. VanGeme-
ren wrote, “There are only 
two ways in life: The way 
of God and the way of man; 
The way of wisdom and 
the way of folly….”  God 
told the prophet Jeremiah 
to write, “Furthermore, tell 
the people, ‘This is what the 
LORD says: See, I am set-
ting before you the way of 
life and the way of death’ ” 
(Jeremiah 21:8).

God is not a man that He 
should lie. “For the Lord 
knows the way of the righ-
teous…the way of the wick-
ed will perish.” The Holy 
Spirit beckons you.  Come 
to Christ today.
