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“We weren’t going to startright
away,” he said.

Miller said Downing asked for
anextensionin November, which
was granted. He asked for a sec-
ond extension but was denied by
Miller and Associates.

“We like to see the project
done,” Miller said.

He said extensions make the
project drag on.

The system was online Feb. 5,
2010, and the only work left is
pouring concrete.

Miller said they do not allow
concrete to be poured on wet or
frozen ground.

“There would have been no
way we could have poured con-
crete after Dec. 3,” Downing
said.

Miller said the rest of the work
should only take a couple of days,
once the ground dries.

Norton City Administrator Rob
Lawson said it has been a rough
winter.

“They’ve done a good job.

They’ve had a heck of a winter,”
he said.

The council questioned the
dates Downing Drilling worked
Jan. 1 through March 31. Down-
ing said they were on site all but
three days.

“There has definitely been is-
sues with the weather. I think the
lateness and overages of the proj-
ect is something the city needs
to consider,” said Toby Kuhn,
councilman.

Donna Foley agreed with
Kuhn.

“There was some bad weather
this year. Ithink we’ll be taking that
under consideration,” she said.

The council agreed to discuss

McKinney said there is no
charge to search for unclaimed
property on the treasurer’s Web
site, unlike many Web sites that
charge a fee to search.

“We advise people not to pay
until they check our site. Our site
is free,” he said.
