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Blood Drive set for
April 22 at Armory

As the days of spring and sum-
mer get longer and the tempera-
ture warms up, the American Red
Cross is reaching out to find new
donors for its life-saving team.
Their contribution of a unit of
blood ataRed Cross blood center
orareablood drive can potentially
extend the days and perhaps years
of hospital patients in need.

Locally, donations can be made
at the Norton Community drive
on April 22 from noon to 6:30
p.m. at the National Guard Ar-
mory, 1200 N. State St.

“Not everyone can donate
blood - and currently only five
in every100 eligible donors do,”
said Scott Caswell, CEO, Central
Plains Region. “And those who
candonate can give aunit (pint) of
whole blood only every 56 days.
With the advances in medical
care and technology, more blood
is needed daily.”

Those in need of blood include
accidentor trauma victims as well
asadaily listof scheduled surger-
ies at area hospitals - from heart
surgery to joint replacements,
organ transplants or premature

City sewer
rates based
on average,
not monthly
usage

City utilities are billed once a
month with some rates based off
the average usage instead of the
monthly usage.

Patty Rowh, billing clerk, said
the sewer rate is based off the
water average from November
through April.

She said people who have
not lived at their residence long
enoughtohave ahistory arebilled
abasicrate until a history is estab-
lished. Meters are read from April
through November. They are not
read December, January, February
or March, but the average deter-
mines the bill. The last meterread
for the year is in November, and
the first for the year is in April.

Rowh said everyone who has a
water bill also has a sewer bill.

“Everybody thatreceives water
has a sewer charge,” she said.

Water and sewer are billed in
cubic feet, meaning if two units
are billed, 200 cubic feet of water
was used.

Rowh said she can bereached at
the city office, 877-5000, if there
are any questions.
