Driver license renewals can 
be done Tuesday through Friday 
from 8 a.m. to 4 p.m. Instructional 
permits (IP) and Driver Education 
restricted licenses can be done in 
the office by appointment only. 

You will need to bring an origi-

nal state issued certified birth 
certificate, social security card for 
the applicant and a utility bill with 
current address plus the driver 
license of the parent that brings 
the child.
