By the 
time the homes were completed 
on Wednesday the group leader 
obtained more building material, 
collected clothes from within the 
volunteer group and left behind 
all the extra food they would be 
unable to take back across the 
border. 

After the houses were finished 
and blessed on Wednesday, every-
one enjoyed a relaxing afternoon 
at the beach at Rocky Point. The 
luxury resort is about 10 miles 
from the slum area where the 
houses were built. They had a 
great time swimming, shopping, 
eating and arranged a two hour 
harbor cruise that included a light 
supper and two very loud mariachi 
bands. Besides enjoying the bands 
and food, they also saw many dol-

phins playing in the water. 
On Thursday morning everyone 

enjoyed a few hours shopping at 
the local market after breaking 
camp and then headed back to 
Tuscon to spend the night at the 
same school. Part of the group’s 
return trip was delayed when they 
lost the transmission in a bus, but 
it was quickly repaired.
