• Kansas Department of Health 
and Environment has requested 
access to the city of Norton’s 
right-of-way and easement prop-
erties to collect some ground-
water samples to determine the 
extent and magnitude of carbon 
tetrachloride contamination at the 
Norton Carbon Tetrachloride Site. 
The City Attorney has reviewed 
and approved the agreement. A 
motion was made to approve the 
Access to Property Agreement. 

Vote taken, motion passed 5-1 
with Jeff Otter voting no.

• Rob Lawson reported Dave 
Barber is tentatively setting the 
closing date for the United States 
Department of Agriculture loan 
payment for June 1 but it will 
probably be closer to July 1.

• Jeff Otter stated the Public 
Safety Committee met and re-
viewed the capital outlay requests 
for 2011 from the police and fi re 
departments. The committee is 
going to hold off on many capital 
outlay items until some city im-
provements can be made.

• A motion was made to pur-
chase a cage for the police depart-
ment’s Ford Explorer at a cost 
not to exceed $1,800. Vote taken, 
motion passed. 

• Bids were received from Weis 
Fire Company and Conrad Fire 
Equipment on the trade in value of 
the old SCBA compressor. A mo-
tion was made to approve the low 
bid from Weis Fire Company of 
Salina for an air compressor Cas-
cade System at a cost of $34,376. 
Vote taken, motion passed. 

• Foley reported the installa-

tion of the sewer plant aeration 
system will be completed this 
fall. The Public Works Commit-
tee also reviewed the 2011 budget 
requests.

• A motion was made to ap-
prove the appointments made by 
the mayor to various committees 
and sub-committees. Vote taken, 
motion passed. 

Jeff Otter, chairperson, Donna 
Foley and Toby Kuhn will be on 
the fi nance committee; Joe Le-
roux, chairperson, Kim Snyder 
and Donna Foley will be on the 
utility committee; Roberta Ryan, 
chairperson, Toby Kuhn and Joe 
Leroux will be on the personnel 
committee; Donna Foley, chair-
person, Roberta Ryan and Jeff 
Otter will be on the safety com-
mittee; Kim Snyder, chairperson, 
Jeff Otter and Roberta Ryan will 
be on the parks committee; and 
Toby Kuhn, chairperson, Jeff Ot-
ter and Kim Snyder will be on the 
public works committee.

tee, Corns will stay on the library 
board, Foley, Corns and Lawson 
will be on the solid waste board, 
Roberta Ryan and Jeff Otter will 
be the council representatives on 
the economic development board, 
Foley will be on the Norton Area 
Chamber of Commerce board 
and Leroux will be on the 20/20 
Emergency Planning Committee. 

• A motion was made to ap-
prove the appointment of Darla 
Ellis as Norton City Clerk. Vote 
taken, motion passed. 

• A motion was made to ap-
prove the appointment of Patty 
Rowh as Norton City Treasurer. 
Vote taken, motion passed. 

• A motion was made to ap-
prove the appointment of Pat 
Morel as Norton Chief of Police. 
Vote taken, motion passed. 

• A motion was made to ap-
prove Karen Griffiths as the 
Norton City Attorney.

• Corns stated Jerry Jones, Lau-
rie Cliff and Jennifer Henrick-

son have submitted their names 
for the vacancy on the Housing 
Authority Board. A motion was 
made to approve the Mayor’s 
appointment of Jerry Jones to the 
Housing Authority Board to fi ll 
the unexpired term which expires 
November 30, 2012. Vote taken, 
motion passed. 

• Mayor Corns stated numerous 
applications were received for the 
economic development board. A 
motion was made to approve the 
reappointment of Deena Wente 
for the Economic Development 
Board at-large position for a two 
year term. Vote taken, motion 
passed. 

• A motion was made to waive 
the formal second reading of 
Charter Ordinance 13, repealing 
Charter Ordinance 9 and levying 
an annual tax for the purposes of 
maintaining the Norton Public 
Library at a rate not to exceed 
seven mills. Vote taken, motion 
passed.

The next city council meeting 
will be held May 5 at 5:30 p.m. at 
the city offi ce. All meetings are 
open to the public.

• The board discussed the con-
tract between the Norton Area 
Chamber of Commerce and eco-
nomic development. A motion 
was made to sign the contract. 
Vote taken, motion passed. 

• A motion was made to pay for 
a title insurance for the chamber 

building. Vote taken, motion 
passed. 

• Stiles updated the board on 
the historic district project. She 
said she submitted the application 
for the second grant, but at least 
$3,104 would be needed to match 
the Historic Trust  Fund grant. A 
motion was made to pay $3,104 
to match the grant. Vote taken, 
motion passed. 

• Stiles discussed a housing 
feasibility study for the City of 
Almena. She said the city would 
like to partner with Northwest 

Kansas Housing to construct du-
plexes and single family homes 
for farm workers. The fi rst step is 
to complete a housing survey, and 
Stiles said Almena is requesting 
$1,000 from economic develop-
ment to contribute towards the 
$4,500 it would take for the sur-
vey. The total cost for the project 
would be $35,000. A  motion was 
made to contribute $1,000 on the 
condition Almena raises $34,000. 
Vote taken, motion passed. 

• Stiles updated the board on 
the Young Professionals group. 

She said she met with Aaron Her-
man and Scott Sproul to discuss 
the group. The first meeting is 
tentatively scheduled for June 
25. She said the details are still 
being worked out, but the group 
will be open for professionals in 
the county between the ages of 
21 and 40. 

She said they are currently 
raising money, with the chamber 
and several banks making con-
tributions. She asked the board 
for a contribution of $500. A 
motion was made to approve the 

contribution. Vote taken, motion 
passed. 

• Toby Kuhn thanked the board 
and said Jeff Otter will be taking 
over his Norton City Council seat 
on the board. Foley said Roberta 
Ryan would be taking over her 
seat. 

The next Norton City/County 
Economic Development meeting 
will be held May 11 at 5:30 p.m. 
in the economic development of-
fi ce, 113 N. Norton. All meetings 
are open to the public.
