High School, I watched our 
wood working instructor 
make a heavy duty work 
bench.  He did not have large 
enough pieces of wood to 
make the legs that would be 
needed to withstand all the 
stress that would be applied 
to the table in the upcom-
ing years.  He took several 
pieces of wood and glued 
them together with wood 
glue.  He put them in a vice 
and tightened it down.  After 
the glue dried he took the 
four legs to the wood lathe.  
It spun with tremendous 
speed and he took different 
tools and carved the image 
he desired, amazingly the 
wood pieces held together.  

He then attached the four legs 
to the bench and for 30+ years 
this bench has withstood all 
sorts of pounding, moving and 
different weights laid upon it.

A marriage that allows God, 
Jesus and the Holy Spirit of 
Christ to join the couple to-
gether will withstand all the 
weight that is laid upon it.
