May is National Poppy month

May is National Poppy Month.
What is a poppy and why should
you be proud to wear one? Some
may see a poppy as just a paper
flower. That is not the case. The
paper flowers that are distributed
each year are a symbol of honor
for our fallen and disabled Vet-
erans.

FlandersFfield was where a
battle was fought outside the
town of Ieper in Belgium. Back
in World War [ many young men
fought and died at that place in
Europe. Unlike today, the bodies
could not be sent home. There-
fore, they were buried there turn-
ing the battle field into a cemetery.
Red poppies grew wild all over
the countryside, and among the

crosses that marked the many
hundreds of graves in the cem-
etery.

Col. John McCrae, who had
been an officer in battles around
Flanders, wrote the poem “In
Flanders Field.”

After reading this poem, a lady
by the name of Moina Michael
came up with the idea to use the
poppy as a way to remember all
the men and women who served
and were killed in the First World
War. The bright red petals stand
for the outpouring of blood; the
yellow and black center repre-
sents the mud and desolation of
battlefields; the green of the stem
is symbolic of forests, meadows
and fields where generations of
Americans have perished to make
this land free. The stems represent
the courage and determination

of our fallen warriors. The as-
sembled product, a poppy flower,
is asymbol of resurrection. Since
then the paper poppy has become
the official memorial flower of the
American Legion and the Ameri-
can Legion Auxiliary.

Poppies are never sold. All
funds donated are used exclu-
sively to assist veterans, and their
families, including programs for
veterans in VA hospitals and at
home. All poppies are made by
disabled vets in VA hospitals.

The Norton Harmonson Redd
American Legion Auxiliary Post
along with the help of some young
volunteers will be taking dona-
tions for poppies this Saturday,
in the afternoon. If you see one
of these volunteers, please donate
and wear a poppy to show your
support and honor a Veteran.

CHARTER ORDINANCE NO.13

CHAPTER ORDINANCE NO. 13
A CHARTER ORDINANCE REPEALING CHARTER ORDINANCE
NO. 9 AND LEVYING AN ANNUAL TAX FOR THE PURPOSES OF
MAINTAINING THE NORTON PUBLIC LIBRARY AT A RATE NOT TO

EXCEED SEVEN MILLS.

Section 1. The City of Norton, Kansas, by the power vested in it in Article 12,
Section 5 of the Constitution of the State of Kansas, does hereby elect to exempt
itself from the provisions of K.S.A. 79-1952.

Section 2. That in lieu of the tax rate levy set in City of Norton, Charter
Ordinance No. 9, the governing body of the City of Norton adopts the following

provisions:

That the City of Norton, Kansas, is hereby authorized and empowered to
levy an annual tax for the purpose of maintaining the Norton Public Library
fund at a rate of levy for library purposes not to exceed seven (7) mills.

Section 3. Charter Ordinance No. 9 is hereby repealed.

Section 4. That this Charter Ordinance shall be published once each week for
two consecutive weeks in the official city newspaper.

Section 5. That this Charter Ordinance shall take effect 61 days after its final
publication, unless a sufficient petition for a referendum is filed, requiring a vote
to be held on the Charter Resolution as provided in Article 12, Section 5 of the
Kansas Constitution, in which case this Charter Ordinance shall become effective
upon approval by a majority of the electors voting thereon.

PASSED AND ADOPTED by the Governing Body by not less than two-thirds of
the members elected voting in favor thereof on this 5th day of May, 2010.
