Kid-Link program provides 
services to infants, toddlers

The Developmental Services 
of Northwest Kansas Kid-Link 
program provides a full range 
of early intervention services to 
infants and toddlers from birth 
through two years of age in their 
natural living environment. 

Services are offered in Norton, 
Osborne, Phillips, Rooks, Rus-
sell and Smith counties. Early 
intervention services include 
but are not limited to: Family 
Service Coordination, Audi-
ology, Assistive Technology, 
Occupation Therapy, Physical 

Therapy, Social Work, Special 
Instruction, Speech-Language 
Therapy and Transportation. 

These services are provided to 
infants and toddlers who have a 
diagnosed disability, are delayed 
in one or more developmental 
areas or are at risk of develop-
mental delay.

 The services are based on 
the needs of the child and with 
respect to the cultural, ethnic and 
racial heritage and beliefs of the 
family. Providing services in the 
home allows for a comfortable, 

natural response and more fam-
ily involvement. 

Referrals can be made by 
any concerned person, includ-
ing the parent or a community 
agency. Many referrals are the 
result of individual screenings or 
from collaborative interagency 
screening clinics. Individual 
screenings can be obtained by 
calling the Kid-Link office. For

USDA welcomes
grant applications
    United States Department of 
Agriculture Rural Development 
State Director Patty Clark an-
nounced the agency is accepting 
applications for grants to help 
low and very-low-income rural 
residents repair their homes. 
United States Department of 
Agriculture’s Rural Develop-
ment Housing Preservation Grant 
Program provides financial as-
sistance to sponsoring organiza-
tions to assist in the repair and/
or rehabilitation of single-family 
and rental residences located in 
rural communities.

“The availability of affordable 
housing in our rural areas con-
tinues to be a major factor which 
contributes to economic develop-
ment. Many times, with certain 
repairs, existing rural homes can 
continue to be a valuable asset to 
Kansas families and their com-
munities,” Clark said. 

United States Department of 
Agriculture Rural Development’s 
Housing Preservation Grant Pro-
gram can ultimately provide 
financial assistance to eligible 
owners to make necessary repairs 

to these homes.”
Grants can be used to weather-

ize and repair existing structures, 
install or improve plumbing or 
provide access to people with 
disabilities.

Eligible sponsors who would 
administer the grant funds can 
include state agencies, units of lo-
cal government, Native American 
tribes and nonprofit organiza-
tions. The Agency’s Housing 
Preservation Grant Program can 
also provide assistance to rental 
property owners to repair and/or 
rehabilitate their units providing 
the owners agree to make such 
units available to very-low and 
low-income families. United 
States Department of Agriculture 
Rural Development’s Housing 
Preservation Grant Program 
provides assistance to residential 
projects located in communities 
with a maximum population of 
20,000.

United States Department of 
Agriculture Rural Development 
may award up to $10 million in 
competitive grants through this 
notice. The grants to be awarded 

are part of United States Depart-
ment of Agriculture Rural Devel-
opment’s annual budget and are 
not funded through the American 
Recovery and Reinvestment Act 
of 2009.

Medical Services, Cardiopulmo-
nary Resuscitation, First Aid and 
other related classes. 

Norton’s new ambulance sta-
tion is located on the west side 
of Norton, just south of Prairie 
Land Electric and west of Norton 
Sports Center on Road W1. 

The new facility has office 
space, lots of garage room, stor-
age and a community room. The 
community room can be used to 
host community training events 
and will seat 30 participants.

“Our response time has been 
quicker since the opening of the 
new facility, we now have three 
direct roads to Norton; Wash-

ington Street, Lincoln Street and 
Highway 36,” said Schillig.

“We have had 172 calls so far 
this year, that amounts to about 
1.3 calls per day.” said Pomeroy.

A open house will be held on 
May 17 from 4 p.m. to 8 p.m., re-
freshments will be served. There 
will be booths for testing of blood 
sugar, blood pressure and other 
vital signs.

Tours will be available of the 
facility and the new ambulance 
that was purchased with grant 
money. 

The open house will also cele-
brate National Emergency Medi-
cal Technician week of May 16 
through May 22. Emergency 

Medical Technician week was 
established to promote and in-
form the public about the many 
things that Emergency Medical 
Technicians do.
