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Construction on U.S. 36
will start next week

A road construction project to
mill and overlay a portion of US-
36 Highway in Phillips County
will begin next week.

Beginning at the Norton/Phil-
lips County line, the project ex-
tends east on US-36 Highway
approximately 17 miles to the
west city limits of Phillipsburg.
Contracting firm Venture Cor-
poration, of Great Bend, will
serve as the primary contractor
in charge of the project.

“The construction will begin
with a 2 inch cold mill, followed
by a 2 inch inlay of hot mix as-
phalt,” explains Construction
Engineer Jim Riener. “Once this
1s finished, an additional 1 inch

surface lift will complete the
process.”

A pilot car operation will halt
and direct traffic through the
construction zone during daylight
hours.

Localtravelers willneed to plan
on ashortdelay during their trav-
els. The waitshould notexceed 15
minutes during the construction
period.

“As always, we ask that the
traveling public exercise cau-
tion while driving through a
highway work zone in Kansas,”
reminds Kansas Department of
Transportation Public Affairs
Manager Kristen Brands. “Please
slow down, and pay attention to

the workers and signs within a
construction zone.”

The total estimated cost of
construction for this project is
$3,326,561. Work should be
complete, weather permitting,
by mid-July.

The grant is a 60/40 percent
split of the actual cost. Stiles said
there is no opportunity to match
the grant with labor like they did
last year.

The first grant application was
approved in 2009 and covered the
cost to hire aconsultant to conduct
a survey of downtown Norton.

Associates representative, said the
survey processincluded afield in-
vestigation to photograph and de-
termine the historical integrity of
each property. Davis also gathered
information about the location,
architectural character, associated
features and documented histori-
cal information.

Davis said there are several
criteria for listing on the historic
register. A building must:

* Be associated with events that
made a significant contribution to
historical patterns

* Be associated with the life
of a person or persons who were
significant in our past

* Embody the distinctive char-
acteristics or a type, period or
method of construction

* Have the potential to yield
information important in prehis-
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tory or history

The information gathered was
organized into aninventory to de-
termine each property’s historical

significance.

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Top tips for planting a tree

Kansas Arbor Day was cel-
ebrated at the end of April, co-
inciding with the observance
of Arbor Day throughout much
of the nation. Everyone grab a
shovel and get ready to start dig-
ging! But wait.

Before planting a tree, make
sure you know how to do it cor-
rectly, advises the International
Society of Arboriculture. How a
tree is planted and initially main-
tained makes all the difference in
the world. Too many people are
content to simply plant a tree and
don’t ensure that the tree has the
chance to go on to live for many
years.

“Planting a tree is making an
investment in the future,” said
Sharon Lilly, International Soci-
ety of Arboriculture educational
director. “You must care for and
nurture your young tree so that
it will pay dividends for years to
come.”

Tree Planting Tips

There are a few simple tips to
remember when planting your
tree this Arbor Day:

Prepare the perfect hole for
planting.

*Digthehole twoto three times
the width of the root ball. Do not
dig deeper than root ball depth.
Make the sides of the hole slant
gradually outward.

* For bareroot trees, neatly cut
away any broken or damaged
roots. Soak the roots for a few
hours prior to planting to allow
them to absorb water.

* Container-grown trees should
have the plastic or metal contain-
erscompletely removed. Careful-

ly cut through any circling roots.
Remove the top half of pressed
peat/paper containers.

e Balled and Burlapped trees
should have all of the ropes cut.
Pull the burlap at least one third
of the way down; slit remaining
burlap to encourage root growth.
If in a wire basket, cut away the
top of the basket.

Plant the Tree.

e Gently place the tree in the
hole.

¢ Partially backfill with the soil
from the hole.

* Water to settle the soil

¢ Finish back-filling the hole.

* Tap the soil gently, but do not
step on the root ball.

A Few More Pointers

While you may have finished
planting, Arbor Day aficionados
should remember these final
touches:

* Remove tags and labels.

* Do not stake unless the tree
has a large crown or if the plant-
ing is situated on a site where
wind or people may push the tree
over. Stake for a maximum of
one year.

e Prune only the damaged
branches.

* Soak the soil well, making
sure no air pockets form between
roots. Wait until next year to

fertilize.

* Spread two to three inches
of mulch over the planting area,
but do not place it up against the
trunk.

* Be sure the root ball has plenty
of water throughout the year.
