Agriculture Secretary Tom 
Vilsack announced that producers 
nationwide are invited to apply for 
the U.S. Department of Agricul-
ture’s Conservation Stewardship 
Program. 

Authorized in the 2008 Farm 
Bill, the Conservation Steward-
ship Program offers payments to 
producers who maintain a high 
level of conservation on their land 
and who agree to adopt higher lev-
els of stewardship. Eligible lands 
include cropland, pastureland, 
rangeland and non-industrial 
forestland. 

The deadline to be considered 
for the next ranking and funding 
period is June 11, 2010. 

“Voluntary conservation prac-
tices by producers are an essential 
part of our effort to improve soil 
and water quality,” Vilsack said. 

“Broad and diverse participa-
tion in the Conservation Stew-
ardship Program program will 
provide producers with many 
benefits such as enhancing wild-
life habitat and helping to mitigate 
the impact of climate change.” 

“I encourage producers who 
are interested in the Conservation 
Stewardship Program to take the 
opportunity to sign an application 
at their local Natural Resources 
Conservation Service office by 
the deadline June 11,” said Eric B. 
Banks, State Conservationist for 
Natural Resources Conservation 
Service in Kansas.

 “Then they will be ready when 
the final rule is issued.”

Congress limited enrollment 
for the Conservation Steward-
ship Program nationally at 12.7 
million acres per year. Applicants 
will compete within state-identi-
fied ranking pools. 

The Conservation Steward-
ship Program is offered in all 50 
states, District of Columbia and 
the Pacific and Caribbean areas 
through continuous sign-ups with 
announced cut-off application 
dates for ranking periods. 

Under the interim final rule 
published July 29, 2009, eligible 
producers may submit an applica-
tion to enroll eligible land in the 
Conservation Stewardship Pro-
gram on a continuous basis. 

Producers are encouraged to 
apply for the Conservation Stew-
ardship Program now to ensure 
their applications will be consid-
ered during the next funding and 
ranking period. 

However, they can make their 
final decision to participate in the 
program once the Conservation 
Stewardship Program final rule 
is issued. 

The final rule will establish the 
policies and procedures for the 
program. 

Potential applicants are en-
couraged to use the Conserva-
tion Stewardship Program self-
screening checklist to determine 
if the new program is suitable for 
their operation. 

The checklist highlights basic 
information about the Conser-
vation Stewardship Program 
eligibility requirements, contract 
obligations and potential pay-
ments.

This month the Norton County 
Comment features Gary Matson, 
who is responsible for the main-
tenance of the Norton County 
Courthouse, and the recent reno-
vations to this historic building. 

We will start out with a little 
trivia. Where in Kansas is there 
a courthouse nearly identical to 
Norton County Courthouse? 

The identical Bourbon County 
Courthouse in Fort Scott was built 
by the same architect as ours, 
Cuthbert & Suehrk of Topeka. 
Interestingly, both neoclassical 
style buildings were designed and 
constructed in 1929 after the for-
mer courthouses in both counties 
burned down earlier that year.

Why is this relevant? Approxi-
mately a year ago, Norton County 
hired Mid-Continental Restora-
tion from Fort Scott to restore 
the Indiana Sandstone block of 
the courthouse stairs. They previ-

ously completed restoration work 
on the Bourbon County Court-
house, so they were familiar with 
the specifics of the project. 

Norton County replaced sever-
al specific blocks on the west side 
of the courthouse because there 
were low spots causing the water 
to pool. In winter, the pooled 
water would freeze and cause a 
safety hazard to those visiting and 
working in the building. 

The east side steps were also 
replaced because they were crum-
bling due to years of wear and tear. 
Barriers were installed to prevent 
vehicles from backing into the 
stairs in the future.

New handrails were installed 
on both sides of the courthouse 
to help patrons up and down the 
steps as well as new benches 
to encourage people to spend 
time on the beautiful courthouse 
lawn. 

Another recent courthouse 
renovation was resealing the 
north windows because water 
was entering the walls and dete-
riorating them from the inside, 
which affected Judge Elliott’s 
chambers and the Norton County 
Treasurer’s office. Since the win-
dows have been resealed, this is 
no longer an issue.

Have you noticed the old pho-
tographs throughout the public 
areas of the courthouse?  The 
pictures were made from nega-
tives the Norton County Museum 
had and are of Norton County 80 
plus years ago. Many of the pic-
tures show the effect of Mother 
Nature’s wrath. It is interesting 
to see how some areas in the 
county were affected by severe 
weather. 

Gary Matson has been main-
taining the courthouse property 
for the last seven years, since 

moving to Norton from Colorado 
in 2003 with his wife, Linda. 
Among other things, his respon-
sibilities include maintenance of 
the stone floors. Gary says they 
don’t require special care, but 
daily maintenance is the key to 
their beautiful appearance. He 
works hard to remove the black 
scuff marks and is vigilant in 
keeping the floors dry in rain and 
snow.

Snow shoveling is Gary’s least 
favorite job, while he really en-
joys mowing the grass. We can 
all be proud of how nice our 
courthouse always looks thanks 
to Gary.

I hope you enjoyed reading 
about the upgrades to the Norton 
County Courthouse. Next time 
you are in the courthouse, please 
stop by and say hi.
